Outline of Leason 

1. Our lesson is concerning the place of
rejection, and of perfecting under trial by 
which God's servant is fitted for the future 
place of rule. Some features apply to the 
Lord Himself, but it all furnishes instruc­
tion for those who are called to follow in 
His steps. Thus in David's failures we may 
read the story of our own, as well as learn 
from his history those characteristics which 
belong to a man after God's heart. 

First, it must be made clear that it is 
God's power which is exercised on behalf 

of His people by His servant, but is not 
called into action for the servant's personal 
interests in the period of bis rejection. This 
appears true of the Lord in His path. He 
made use of God's power for the blessing 
of others in obedience to the Father's will, 
but did not use it to spare or save Himself. 
Like David, He had no certain dwelling­
place. 

David may exercise divine power for the 
blessing of others, but as yet, for himself 
and those with him, it is a matter of being 
kept by God's power tlirougll Jaitlz, not of 
visible evidences of power displayed in his 
favor. This is the order of things until the 
manifestation of the kingdom in power. 

Note one great difference. between Saul 
and David. The latter inquires of Jehovah 
and moves as directed. When this is not 
the case David falls into failure. In this, as 
in all, the Lord Jesus was perfect, but His 
followers fail, and so David's lessons are 
needful for them. 

Keilah proves most ungrateful to her 
deliverer-a faint shadow of Him who was 
rejected by His brethren. David submits 
to the ignominy of flight. He does not re­
taliate, nor revile. He is of His Master's 
spirit.

David knowing from God what the men 
of Keilah will do makes no plea against 
them, nor .complaint of their ingratitude. 
He goes forth as a wanderer whose life is in 
constant jeopardy, relentlessly pursued by 
the man of the flesh. 

Find, "Consider Him that endured
such contradiction." 

Q. 3. Find, "\Ve are accounted as sheep
for the slaughter." 

2. Further testing arises from Saul's hot
pursuit, ancl opportunity comes when with 
a blow the conflict might be ended. How­
ever, the kindness of God is shown. It is 
not the time for the man of faith to be 
set up in power, but for consolntion and 
encouragement. David might well be grieved 
in spirit as he considered Krilah's ini;rnti-
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tude, and question after all what the end 
might be. So Jonathan comes to him with 
words of assurance and comfort. 

Somewhat similar incidents are to be 
found in the life of our Lord, as when 
pressed by the unkindness and unbelief 
around Him, He found comfort in Peter's 
confession, or again his declaration that 
they could go to none other (Matt. 16: 16; 
John 6: 68), or when in the presence of the 
cold and calculating Pharisee a poor woman 
anointed His feet. God thus encourages His 
servant by the way. 

Saul's pursuit becomes intense and cap­
ture seems imminent. Again, not a miracle 
or some open display of power preserves 
David, but what we may call God's provi­
dence. The Philistines attack and Saul is 
drawn away from the pursuit. Thus God 
shields and helps His tried people. It is 
His way to stimulate faith, and to deliver 
us from looking for or trusting in visible evi­
dences to which the flesh might cling, and 
forget the Mighty Worker. Patience, ex­
perience, and hope are the precious fruits of 
such ways. 

In all of this we find David going on 
with God, the evidence of which is seen in 
his treatment of Saul, even when urged to 
a contrary course by his followers. Being 
with God, he knows how to order bis ac­
tions, even when put to a severe test by 
what might seem to be opportunity laid at 
his feet. Only as walking before God can 
we exercise self-control, and give Him first 
place in thought and deed.

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"A MILLION CHILDREN LOST" 

"A million children are lost in this big 
city annually, but 999,000 are found and 
returned to their parents," said a New York 
police lieutenant, some time ago. "These 
figures are not official, of course," he said, 
"but if the police had to keep a record of 
every lost child that finds its way to a sta­
tion it would require a special corps of cler­
ical workers." 

"We've got seven of them in the back 
room there now," he went on, "and it's 
early in the afternoon yet. ·when police-

men, or kindly-disposed women, bring lost 
littJe ones here they are kept in the back 
room. We have no other place where we 
can put them. We keep them there in 
hopes that their parents will claim them. If 
they are not claimed they are turned over 
to the Children's Society." 

These lost children are of almost all na­
tionalities, the lieutenant said. Jews, Ital­
ians, Russians, Poles, Swedes, Syrians, 
Armenians, etc., and when the little ones 
seem hungry, bottled milk is gotten for 
them. They need toys to amuse themselves 
with till found by their parents. 

A foreign-looking woman, with a shawl 
over her head, then entered. 
"Got a little feller here mit a 
vwite scbvweather?" she asked. 

"Take a look in the back 
room and see," said the Lieu­
tenant. She looked over the 
half-score children and shook 
her head, saying, " ope, he 
not there. lVIebbe I come back 
later, I dunno." 

"Some of the lost children 
are as good as gold," said the 
Lieutenant. ' 1Tbere was little 

am, a co)ored boy, scarcely 
knee-high, and bow-legged. 
Negro children when lost are 
usually happy and uncon­
cerned about it, and am was 
no e.xception. The station was 
filling with policemen ready to 
go out on late afternoon pla­
toon, when am was brought 
in. Sitting contentedly in the 
big armchair which had been 
assigned to hjm, he watched 
with wide-eyed wonder the 
men making their preparation 
for duty. 

" uddenly a happy t bought 
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seemed to strike him; sliding down from 
his chair he commenced doing stunts, to 
the great entertainment of the men. When 
he stopped for want of breath, the patrol­
men dug into their pockets and showered 
pennies and climes upon him. Sam was 
ready with an encore, but the men had to 
leave for their posts. 

"They had hardly gone when a good­
natured-looking colored woman entered. At 
sight of her, Sam ran eagerly into her out­
stretched arms. 'Whar yo' bin, yo' bad 
Iille boy? a-skeerin you' po' ole mammy. 
I'se been lookin' high an' low fo' yo', I is.' 

"Sam whispered something into his 
mother's ear; she smiled, thanked the Lieu­
tenant, and left with Sam for the nearest 
grocery store, and when they came out Sam 
was holding a lolly-pop in one hand and an 
ice-cream cone in the other." 

So many children lost in New York City 
every day! you exclaim. But do you know 
there are many millions of children lost 
from God? All children are lost when they 
first come into the world, whether born of 
Christian parents, or in heathen lands where 
the Bible is unknown and the people wor­
ship dumb idols of wood or stone or bra� 
or gold. In Matthew, chap. 18: 11, speak­
ing of the little ones, our Lord says, "The 
Son of Man is come to save that which was 
lost." Since He came to give His life for 
them in order to save them, should they 
die while in infancy they go directly to 
the Father in heaven. But when they grow 
up, and learn to know right from wrong, it 
is different. So in Luke 19: 10, where He 
has in mind those who know the difference 
between good and evil He says, "For the 
Son of Man is come to seek and to save 
that which was lost." He adds the word 
"seek," you will notice; in the verse from 
Matthew He only says "save," as very 
little children are not what we call account­
able, so do not have to be sought as do those 
who are older. 

Are you lost or found, dear young reader? 
You must be one or the other; if still un­
converted, you are surely lost, no matter 

what country you live in or who your 
parents are or what "church" you attend. 
"Ye must be born again," the Saviour says. 
But if you truly believe in Jesus who died 
for you, then you are His, and He will bring 
you to heaven, for He "came into the world 
to save sinners," Scripture says. 

What love this is on His part! He is 
seeking lost boys and girls, just as mothers 
seek for their children if they have gone 
astray.

Outline of Lesson 

1. David's attitude toward Nabal exhibits
distinct failure, in vivid contrast to his sig­
nal victory over Saul through that self­
mastery which comes while walking with 
God. Nabal may well be considered in­
significant and contemptible compared to 
Saul. David ·would have better preserved 
his character by ignoring Nabal's meanness 
and ingratitude; but his anger carries him 
beyond just bounds. Such is the result of 
self-confidence and not inquiring from God 
-self-control is lost. This incident shows
the contrast between the fruit of the Spirit
and the works of the flesh.

David's complaint is that he has received 
evil for good, and acting upon fleshly im­
pulse he is ready to return evil for evil.

4. In this chapter we see that David has
been recovered; he again displays that spirit 
which shows be is walking before the Lord.

The Ziphltes inform Saul of his 
whereabouts. It becomes an occasion for 
mercy to seek once again to break the hard­
ened heart of Saul through the action of the 
man whom he hates, yet fears, for God had 
not left Saul without witness that He.had 
was on David's side. This only emphasizes 
Saul's terrible state as he perseveres in his 
conflict. It is the way of man in the 
flesh. He beholds, despises, and perishes. 
God's goodness does not lead him to re­
pentance. He hardens his heart, in his 
pride. 

Saul awakes to find both spear and water 
gone, as all do who, too late, awake to 
realize their folly. In that day the right­
eousness of God's despised people shall be 
brought into the light, as the enemy's lips 
shall have to confess. In the sight of his 
3000 chosen men Saul is compelled to mag­
nify David, and condemn himself.

"Sinners are called to the
Marriage Supper-the many are called,"
says A. D. (Trenton), quoting Matt. 22: 14.
E. E. R. (Balto.) and L. K. Jr., (Trenton),
remind sinners, "Jesus calls to come to Him
before it is too late, for the door is now
open, and now is the day of salvation (2
Cor. 6: 2) ," while M. A., N. B., N.M. B., H.
M. P., M. E. P., R.H. S.J. E. L. S., (Balto.),
P. H. (Duluth) and M. t;. ('Wash.) refer to
the call to repentance in Isa. 45: 22, and also 
to Matt. 11: 28-30; Mk. 16: 15; John 6: 35,
37; 10: 27, 28. E. M. C. (Islington) says, 
"God calls each sinner. He knocks at the 
door of each heart, for He wants to enter. 
If we want Him we will open the door." As 
to the call to His saints, they should do 
what He calls them to do, as in Eph. 1: 18, 
19; 4: 1-13; 2 Thess. 1: 11; 2 Tim.1: 9, 10 
and 1 Pet. 2: 9. H. B. B. ( Schen'tdy)' re­
minds us, "He calls sinners to be saved and 
His people to be missionaries." From E. 
F. R. (Allen'n) we have this: "God's call

(IHAT different kinds of partings
there are!-some are full of en­
thusiasm and happy wishes as

At other times I have 
seen boys leave their par­
ents for schools where 
they were to engage in 
bard but useful work;

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the pathos of her cry, "Ohl Jack, obi Jack, 
shall I never see you again? Oh! Jack, 
shall I never see you again?" 

It is hard enough to be parted for time, 
but inexpressibly terrible to be parted for 
eternity. How do you stand as to this, 
my reader? Are you ready to enter the 
next world? 

I saw just such a parting a little while 
ago. I stood beside an open coffin in which 
lay the body of a Christian man, seventy­
eight years old. The widow, grown-up sons 
and daughters, and grandchildren, were 
there. The old wife came forward to take 
a last look at her husband's face. She 
stroked it tenderly, saying, "Good-bye, 
good-bye, my dear!" 

Ahl but she knew, like the schoolboys, 
the parting was only for a little while. He 
was a believer in Jesus, died in the knowl­
edge of Christ as his Saviour, and his spirit 
was with Him. She too was a Christian, 
and if the Lord were to return quickly, she 
also would form part of that happy throng 
as they rise to meet their Lord and exclaim, 
"For ever with the Lord.''

The Last Supper 

Read Luke 22: 7-20. 

Let the teacher, or one of the children 
(if he can), tell what was the Passover; 
when it began (see Exod. 12), and what it 
meant. The "feast of unleavened bread," 
for 7 days, was associated with it. 

This Passover was the last one before 
what it meant would be accomplished by 
the death of our Lord. Let one child tell 
how they found a room all ready for them. 
Like as the colt was ready when the Lord 
needed him, so was the room all ready when 
He needed it, for 

"All things serve His migllt." 

That was the last Passover; for since 
Jesus died, fulfilling all that it meant, no 
more Passover is worth the name. Instead 
of it, the Lord instituted, or began, another 
feast in remembrance of Him by those who 
love Him-how His body was given unto 
death for us, and His life-blood poured out I 
This is a very holy feast, which none but 
those who love the Lord with pure heart 
should have part in. 

47.-Days of Failure and Judgment 
(1 Sam. 28.) 

Saul, who had always gone his own way 
and done as he thought best, now became 
surrounded by his enemies, the Prulistines, 
and was afraid. He had forsaken God, 
Samuel was dead, and David was not there 
to help him ns in the fight with Goliath, 
and the Lord did not answer him, so in 
distress he tw·ned to the servants of Sat an, 
and senled his own doom. Saul knew tJ1is 
was w1·ong, that God had forbidden it, for 
in the early years of his reign he hnd tried 
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to cut off all those who dealt with evil 
spirits. But the self-will and disobedience 
that marked him at first marked him to the 
last, and God tells us in 1 Chron. 10: 13 the 
reason why He was obliged to judge Saul. 

What a lesson he is to any boy who may 
start out with every bright prospect, that 
health, wealth, high position, are nothing 
if the heart is not right with God.

Outline of Lesson 

1. From the great moral elevation of the
preceding chapter, David now falls to a 
very low state which shows to what a child 
of God may fall through unbelief. For the 
time being David sems to have forgotten 
God, His anointing, and the assurances 
given. There is no inquiry from God, and 
he abandons His inheritance, and goes down 
to the heathen enemy's land. In this lapse 
of faith and its bitter consequences is a 
solemn warning of the grave danger of not 
abiding in the things which are of God for 
us. Safety lies in the loins of the mind 
being girded with the truth, and the \Vord 
of truth dwelling in our hearts richly. 

Q. 1. Find, "Give . .. earnest heed ... lest
at any time we should slip away" (New
Tr-ans.). 

Q. 2. Find, "Gird up ... be sober ... hope
to the end." 

David becomes a servant of Gath's king, 
the city of Goliath. Out of communion, 
and acting according to fleshly fears and 
reasonings, the child of God becomes sub­
servient to a power which once he easily 
vanquished when walking with God. Faith 
is the victory which overcomes the world; 
when this lapses the believer becomes the 
prey of circumstances, for he then walks by 
sight, and according to the counsel of his 
natural heart. 

Q. 3. Find, "\Valk in the Spirit, and ye
shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh." 

Q. 4. 'What is it to walk in the Spirit?
We are called to walk by faith, not by 

sight. The characteristic of faith is that it 
lays hold of God in all circumstances. 

2. Next we get Saul's complete depar­
ture from God. Greatly fearing the assem­
bled Philistines, he cries to Jehovah in his 
extrenuty but there is no answer. The man 
who had repeatedly disregarded God is now 
left to his own wretchedness. So will it 
be with every one of like chnracter. To 
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know God's will and yet deliberately dis­
obey, to know His purpose and yet fight 
against it, can only lead to destruction. 

Q. 5. Find, "Because I have called, and
ye refused. . . then shall they call . . . I will 
not answer." 

3. David, too, departs still further, and
actually allies himself with the enemies of 
Israel preparing to go forth to battle. His 
history here shows the dreadful conse­
quences which follow when the man of faith 
lapses into the ways of the flesh. 

Q. 6. Find, "If ye live after the flesh,
ye shall die." 

Deceit, lying, hypocrisy, soon manifest 
themselves when a soul turns from the way 
of the Lord. 

4, 5. Now the way of God in govern­
ment in connection with both these men is 
made manifest. For David it is the way of 
chastening to turn him to righteousness. 
For Saul it is the accomplishment of the 
fore-announced judgment. Throughout bis 
history, though often reproved and warned, 
there was no token of repentance, no true 
self-judgment. The unrepentant perish. 

Q. 7. Find, "Being often reproved ... de­
stroyed without remedy." 

In David's case Amalek (type of the
lusts of the flesh) ravages all his posses­
sions. God permits this as a check to 
David's downward course; even bis own 
life is threatened. This sudden blow arouses 
him out of the stupor of unbelief, and be 
at once turns to the Lord. The fact that 
he inquires from Him under such circum­
stances before making any move, when na­
ture in him and those with him could but 
loudly demand pursuit, shows that he at 
least recognized the Lord's hand in his ter­
rible los.s, and faith in him questioned as 
to whether it might not be irrevocable judg­
ment because of his evil course. At any 
rate be must now have divine guidance. To 
such seeking God gives His answer, and his 
circumstances soon change for the better. 
He humbled himself under God's mighty 
hand, and in due time was exalted.

(Balto.) reminds us that "the gold on the 
ark speaks of our Lord's Deity, and the 
acacia wood, of which it was made, being 
able to endure all weathers and storms, of 
His perfect humanity. " E. H. R. (Tren­
ton) says, "As the ark was 'their safety' to
the Israelites (1 Sam.,f: � )_1 so is Christ our 
safety (Heb. 9: 4,9)., whlle from M. E. D. 
(Wash.) we learn, •The ark was a place of 
holiness where God dwelt, and those who 
came there without faith in God (and the 
blood) were destroyed. So to-day sinners 
cannot come to God except by faith in the 
Lord Jesus Christ."

Outline of Leason 

1. On the day of Pentecost, Peter applies
verse 8-10 of this psalm to the Lord; ver. 10 
ref erring to His resurrection. The psalm 
presents the Lord as the dependent l\fan 
in His path of humiliation among men and 
of obedience to God. To rightly under­
stand this psalm we must recognize the 
Lord Himself to be the speak.er throughout. 

First, the character of His whole life is 
expressed. He is seen here in the place of 
entire dependence upon God, in acknowl­
edged need of Him as to His circumstances. 
He is not His own preserver, nor does He 
find refuge in the exercise of prerogatives 
of deity which were His, and which He 
displayed and used on various occasions for 
the sake of others. His preservation is 
from God, and to Him, as man, He looks 
for it, taking "refuge" (N. Trans.) in Him. 
How of ten in the Gospels do we see Him 
in prayer! He constantly found His shel­
ter under the shadow of the Almighty. He 
is marked indeed as the perfect pattern of 
faith. 

Q. 1. Find (as referring to the Lord's
attitude), "I will put my trust in Him."

Q. 2. Find, "Though He were a Son,
yet learned He obedience." 

2. His place is that of Man with men,
for the saints in particular-the seed of 
Abraham. He takes the place of subjec­
tion and obedience-"Thou art my Lord." 
His goodness, in obedience even unto death, 
is not presented on His own account, but 
for the saints, "the excellent," in whom is

all His delight. Indeed, it is because of 
that goodness that we, poor sinful crea­
tures, can be so called. His delight in 
them led Him to the utmost self-abnegation. 
He took His place with them in all that 
that involved. Historically, He gave inti­
mation of this at His baptism by John, for 
this pointed to that deeper obedience cul­
minating in the cross. 
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3. Of Him it could be said absolutely,
"Thou hast loved righteousness and hated 
iniquity." Ver. 4 expresses this, while in 
ver. 5 we have the great contrast so evi­
dently proved in the records of His blessed 
lowly life. ·who like Him made Jehovah the 
measure of His portion ?-no good except 
in God; but more, "and of my cup"­
all His enjoyment, His satisfaction, in God. 
Verse 6 expresses the satisfaction of Hi� 
heart and spirit. This gives the secret 01 

that calm, even, lowly, loving life which 
the tempests raised by men could never 
rufflle. 

Q. 3. Find, "This man ... holy, harm­
less, undefiled." 

4. This life was manifested in a scene in
which there was no resource but in God. 
Jehovah gave Him counsel; from Him alone 
He received instruction. The night-watches 
found Him in the secret place of the Most 
High. In Him was absolute singleness of 
eye. "I have set Jehovah always before 
Me. 11 Blessed security results from this, 
and the realized presence of God in the 
way. 

Q. 4. Find, "It behoved Him to be
made like unto His brethren." 

Q. 5. Find the scriptures which state
that His brethren shall be made like unto 
Him. 

5. His path leads through death into
glory. His triumph in resurrection and as­
cension in glory is the seal put upon the 
perfection of His life and completion of the 
work He bad come to do. Only One could 
come out of death on the ground given in 
this psalm. Thus to Him has been shown 
the path of life in which He has entered as 
the Leader, the Forerunner, the Firstborn 
among many brethren. The glory into 
which He has entered is that to which He 
is leading those whom He calls ''brethren" 
(Heb. 2: 9-11). 

Q. 6. Find, "The Lord has given Me the
tongue of the learned." Note how these 
verses apply to lhe Lord in His humanity 
and humiliatfon.

But w�at 
happened about the coal the other day set 
me thinking I can't go by what / think, 
or what other people think; I'd better go 
by the ticket, I'd better go by the Book!" 

John was right. What does the Lord 
Jesus say? 

"I am the Way .. .. no man cometh unto 
the Father but by Me''-John 14: 6. 

"There is none other Name under heav­
en given among men, whereby we must be 
saved"-Acts 4: 12.

The Crucifixion 

Read Mark 15: 1-15. 

E. F. 

The Romans ruled over the Jews in those 
days, and they were not aHowed to put 

any one to death until a Roman judge 
allowed it. So, early in the morning the 
Jewish rulers took Jesus to Pilate, the 
Roman governor. Pilate knew that Jesus 
had done no wrong ( ver. 10) , but he also 
wanted to please the Jews (ver. 15), and 
though he said three times, "Why, what 
evil hath He done? " (Luke 23: 22) and, "I 
find no fault in Him," he finally condemned 
Jesus to be crucified I What a terrible wrong 
for a judge to condemn one whom he de­
clared to be innocent! (Read Matt. 27: 
23-26.)

The soldiers then took Jesus a little out
from the city and crucified Him there. It 
is a most cruel and usually very slow death. 

(Read Mark 15: 25-28.) What sort of 
men did they crucify on each side of Jesus, 
to dishonor Him? (ver. 27). But Lk. 23: 
40-43 tells us that one of them was con­
verted whilst hanging on the cross by Jesus'
side. He confessed himself a guilty man,
and that Jesus was just and holy. Then he
believed and confessed Jesus as the Lord
who will come to reign, and he asked for
the Lord's favor. But the man on the other
cross "railed," that is, mocked and spoke
evil of Jesus still. It is the same to-day:
some confess themselves as sinners, and
look to Jesus for pardon; whilst others re­
fuse and turn away from Him in their
pride.

49.-Christ as the Sin-offering 

(Ps. 22.) 

Sin is hateful in God's sight. He is holy, 
and cannot look upon it. It can never come 
into His presence, yet He wants the people 
He hns made to be with Him. But they nre 
sinners - everyone hns sinned. How God 
mnde a way thnt sinners may be with Him 
is the glorious good news of the gospel. He 
sent His Son to take our pince, nnd benr 
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our sins. But such was God's hatred of 
sin that He had to turn His face away even

from His beloved Son when He took our 
place as sinne1·s. This psalm tells us what 
the Lord Jesus felt then.

Outline of Lea■on 

1. Since the Lord adopted the opening
sentence of this psalm, when suffering upon 
the cross, to express the intense reality of 
what was then taking place, we have in this 
the key to its deeply prophetic character. 

This first section sounds the depths of 
that place which the Lord took as being 
an offering for sin. 

Q. 1. Find, "His soul an offering for
sin." 

Q. 2. Find, "This Man ... offered one 
sacrifice for sins." 

The balance of the psalm describes the 
circumstances of His suffering; it also tells 
of His deliverance, and the results. 

Here is expressed the horror of that dark­
ness - that awful reality into which His 
soul entered. On the other band we are 
called to consider the brightest light-the 
holiness of God, which caused the darkness 
when sin was being judged. The light, which 
God is, requires that sin be removed out of 
His sight forever. 

These are essential elements that God 
may find His dwelling among a redeemed 
people whose praises shall forever surround 
Him. 

Q. 3. Find, "Thou art of purer eyes than
to behold evil; " and, "He was made sin." 

2. Now by comparison with others the
unique character of this Sufferer is made 
clear. Others had trusted in God; they 
had cried to Him in their distress, and 
found deliverance. But this One came down 
in a place far below that of others-"a 
worm and no man." In a word the reason 
is given. The ''worm," or insect crushed 
in death, provided the scarlet dye used in 
the tabernacle. Isa. 1 : 18 associates this 
color with sin. The lesson becomes plain: 
Without blood-shedding there is no remis­
sion, but the precious blood of this Sufferer 
"cleanses from all sin." Though in this 
place Jor men, He was the object of their 
reproach and scorn I (See l\1att. 2 7: 39-44).
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3, 4. How evident that in such a pJace 
none can help. He must appeal solely to 
God, the One upon whom He had been ever 
dependent from birth. His immeasurable 
sorrow is that this One has left Him alone. 
From men He could e>..-pect nothing. When 
in the "weakness" which both love and obe­
dience imposed upon Him, they found 
"their hour," they were as wild bulls ready 
to rush upon and gore their victim, or like 
a roaring lion tearing in pieces its victim. 
These figures of speech tell of the fearful 
hate and passion to which the blessed Lord 
was subj�cted. 

For Him to be the sm-offering meant to 
feel all the wickedness of the human heart 
directed against Himself, and to know the 
far deeper anguish of the dark and silent 
heavens-the forsaking of God. 

The details which follow (vers. 14-18) 
call for prayerful meditation, as they des­
cribe His condition as passing through this 
most awful experience. "He died for our 
sins according to the Scriptures." 

Q. 4. Find New Test. reference to ver. 18.
S. The darkness is passing, and the time

to answer His appeal has come. He has 
suffered perfectly and fully. He did not re­
sist a single dart, nor did He seek to shield 
ffimself from one stroke of judgment which 
God's holiness required.-"He gave Himself 
for our sins." Now, in the place of utter 
abandonment, divine strength lifts Him up 
from the piercing horns of judgment upon 
which He was empaled. "Wounded for our 
transgressions, bruised for our iniquities .. . 
it pleased the Lord to bruise Him; He hath 
put Him to grief." 

6, 7. The mystery of suffering ended, the 
Sufferer Himself becomes the Revealer of 
God to a company known as His brethren, 
and the Leader of those praises in which 
God delights to dwell. The blessing extends 
in the widest way, and the language used, 
though not having New Testament fulness, 
foreshadows the universal supremacy and 
blessing which is to be realized because He 
bas made peace by the b]ood of His cross.

"No," says A. E. J. ( Gr, Rapids) "for man 
in the flesh makes many mfatakes," and C. 
M. H. (Gr. Rapids) reminds us· "On one
occasion the voice of the peopie said to
crucify the Son of God." From R. M., M. F.
B., (Albany) and E. H. R. (Trenton) we
learn, " The people rejected the right of
God to reign over them, and chose a man
after their own heart, just as the priests
and the multitude did when they rejected
the Lord Jesus and chose a man like them­
selves (1 Sam. 8: 6; Matt. 27: 21; John 19:
15) ." M. E. B. (Erie), L.B. and E. L. G.
(Gr. Rapids) quote Prov.12: 15 and 14: 12
and tell us, "The voice of the people is us­
ually wrong, as shown in two similar cases,
1 Sam. 8: 7 and John 19: 15." L .. E. G. and
R. M. G. (Gr.Rapids) quote Prov.16: 25 and
Is. 55: 8, and say, "God's thoughts should be
considered before putting man's thoughts
into action." R.R. (St.Marys) quoting Rom.
14: 23, says, " If God is left out, man's
thoughts cannot be right." How careful we
should be therefore to have God's mind
about our dress, our pleasures, our whole
life, and not blindly follow what "every­
body does."

LLE.L was a schoolmate of mine, 
and a lovelier girl I never knew. 

he was a child of wealthy par-
ents, accomplished and so amiable 

that none could know her without loving 
her. \Ve were in the same classes, and as 
there was but little difference in our ages, 
a close friendship soon sprang up between 
us. 

Towards the close of the fall term she 
came to me one day with an open note in 
her hand. It was an invitation to a ball 
from George ., one of the most accom-

plished young men in the village. "But 
you are not going, are you?" said I. "Why 
not?" she asked. "It is to be a dancing 
party," I replied. "That is just the reason 
why I want to go. I have never attended a 
ball, and I want to go just tlti.s once, to 
see what it is like." 

I tried to persuade her not to go, but in 
vain. Her mind was made up, and when 
the evening came she went. Poor Ellen I 
Unused to the gaieties of such an assem­
blage, she was captivated by the glitter and 
show, and deceived by the studied compli­
ments and honeyed smiles lavished upon her. 
For days after she could do little else but 
talk about what she saw and heard there. 

I tried to reason with her, but 
she would not listen to me. 

·weeks passed, and whenever
there was a ball or party Ellen 
was sure to go. At first she 
seemed to enjoy it; but after a 
while the excitement lost some­
thing of its power, and she began 
to think seriously of the course 
she was pursuing. One day I sur­
prised her in tears, and upon in­
qui ring the cause, she frankly told 
me that she had been reviewing 
her life for the last few months, 
and regretted her many misspent 
hours. 

" nd are you now resolved to 
change?" I said. "r ot yet; I 
cannot make that resolve till after 
Christmas. I have an engagement 
for Christmas eve, and I must go 
this once more," she replied. "But 
you can ask to be excused." 11 o, 
no, iL will not do; I must keep 
my promise, and go once more; 
but I have solemnly resolved that 
tltis ball sltall be my last." 

nd it was her last; for that 
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evening she took a cold which brought on 
a fever, and after two weeks of great suf­
fering she died. If you could have stood by 
that death-bed as I did, and heard the bit­
ter cries that went up from that despairing 
soul, you would never wish to attend a ball, 
I am sure. 

We tried to point her to the Lamb of 
God; but she felt that she had grieved the 
Holy Spirit, and in reply to all we could 
say, she would answer, "No, no; there is 
no hope for me; I am lost, lost /or ever!" 
At other times she would beg us piteously 
not to let her die. 

Two days before her death, as I stood 
by the bed-side, she looked up and called 
my name. I asked her tenderly what she 
wanted; she burst into tears, exclaiming, 
"Oh, if I had but listened to your advice I 
That first ball has been my ruin." I tried to 
comfort her; I assured her that there was 
hope even in the eleventh hour, and told 
her the story of the thief on the cross; but 
she would not believe, she would not look 
up to the blessed Saviour, and thus she 
died. As I mused upon the sad end of 
Ellen, I wished in my heart that all the 
world might know her mournful history. 

The first ball! (And to-day we nught 
add, the first movie/) Oh, it has ruined 
not only one, but thousands, who, had they 
given their hearts to the Saviour, would 
bave been brightly shining lights in the 
world. It is like the first glass of strong 
drink, instead of satisfying it brings on an 
increased desire for more; and, as a general 
thing, the oftener young people attend such 
parties, the more they become enslaved to 
them. If you are in the habit of attending 
balls, stop now. Do not tamper with con­
science, and imperil your soul by saying, 
"Just once more,'·' or "What harm is in it?" 
but resolve to live for higher, nobler pur­
poses. Give your young heart to the Sa­
viour, who is waiting to pardon, and so live 
that when the summons comes you can go 
cheerfully at the Saviour's calL

For the Little Ones 
The Resurrection 

Read Luke 23: 55, 56 and ch. 24: 1-10. 
It was necessary that Jesus should die for 

our sins, that God might be just in pardon­
ing sinners confessing their sins. Indeed, 
the Son of God came from heaven for this 
very thing; so, having finished the work 
wliich He had come to do He was buried, 
and on the 3rd day He rose out of the 
grave where He had been laid. The disci­
ples were very slow to, believe that Jesus 
was risen, as the angels said to the women; 
but oh, what gladness when they found He 
was indeed alive, and had been seen by 
several of them! 

Read John 20: 18-20. What did Jesus 
first say to His disciples when He appeared 
to them? (vers. 19 and 21). You see, Jesus 
having died for our sins and "made peace" 
for us sinners, He could say to them, and 
to us also who believe in Him, "Peace be 
unto you." And He showed them by what 
means He had made peace for us. What 
was it? (ver. 20).

"Peace be unto you .. " (Read verses 26-28.) 
How kind of the Lord then to speak to, 
and convince Thomas that it was Himself 
who had been crucified that was now speak­
ing to him.

I hope that all of you, little ones, 
will say the same to Jesus from your hearts.

Outline of Lenon 

1 From Heb. 10 we learn the application 
of this psalm, emphasizing the perfect obe­
dience of Christ in accomplishing God's 
will, by which the believer in Jesus is sanc­
tified according to the offering of the body 
of Jesus. This offering perfects us forever. 
We have perfect acceptance in entering the 
holiest by the blood of Jesus. 

This truth, and this aspect of Christ's 
work is typified in the burnt-offering. It 
presents Christ in His perfect life of obe­
dience; His life laid down according to the 
Father's commandment, that He might be 
glorified, and that all who draw near be­
lieving in Him be accepted in the value of 
that perfect offering. Thus His acceptance 
becomes the measure of His people's ac­
ceptance. 

This first section is very similar to the 
closing part of Ps. 22 (vers. 22-31). The 
cry, the pit of destruction, the miry clay, the 
happy company of those that fear and trust 
in God, the song now filling the mouth of 
Him who cried in His anguish, yet pa­
tiently and obediently waiting; it all carries 
us back to the earlier psalm. But this psalm 
begins with the Lord in resurrection, look­
ing back, and His establishment is that into 
which His people are also introduced. They 
join in the song He sings. 

Q. 1. Find, God "stablisheth us with
you in Christ."

Ver. 5 seems to amplify the thought of 
Christ declaring God's name, in fact reveal­
ing Him through atonement (Ps. 22: 22). 
It is the accomplishment of redemption 
which brought out His wonderful works 
and thoughts to us-ward. Does it not sug­
gest the riches of grace and glory, etc., in 
Ephesians? 

2. The path entered, and the testimony
rendered by this obedient l\tian, to which the 
divine answer in deliverance and e."t'3.ltation 
have been given , are now stated. Again, if 
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Ps. 22 vividly depicts the attitude and ac­
tion of men toward Christ, here we learn 
what was His course among them, which 
they rewarded with the cross. To consider 
it only makes darker man's wickedness. 

Perfect submission is suggested, whether 
we think of the "ears digged," or the "body 
prepared." Compare Heb. 10: 5-10. God's 
will was His delight. His heart enshrined 
God's law. He preached righteousness, 
bearing witness to God's righteousness, 
faithfulness, salvation, loving-kindness and 
truth. 

Q. 2. Find, "A man that hath told you
the truth, which I have heard of God." 

Q. 3. Find, "Thou hast loved righteous­
ness, and hated iniquity." 

Q. 4. Find the passages in the Gospels
which speak of Christ preaching. 

3. To all of this, man's answer was,"Away
with Him, crucify Him." Here the, great­
est contrasts meet: the One put into this 
place can speak of the dreadful pressure of 
evil which bows Him down, as "mine ini­
quities," yet appeal for preservation ac­
cording to Jehovah's truth. Here substitu­
tion, required by God's will for the accom­
plishment of atonement, is the place taken 
by God's ''Holy One." 

Q. 5. Find, "Ye denied the Holy One
and the Just." 

Q. 6. Find, "Christ also hath once suf­
fered for sins." 

4. As obedient, He is in the place of de­
pendence, waiting upon God. Throughout, 
this psalm breathes the spirit of His words 
in the garden: "Not as I will, but as Thou 
wilt." He has the assurance that His ene­
mies shall be overwhelmed, and can as­
sure all others who trust in God-as per­
fectly exemplified in Him - that joy and 
gladness shall be theirs, with deliverance. 

The obedient One, to whom all has been 
made subject, came into poverty (2 Cor. 8: 
9), but the might of God is ranged on His 
side. The answer to His appeal we have 
bad before us in the first section of the 
psalm.

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What "A Little Candle Burning in 
the Night" did l]UR young readers have heard or

read about the recent terrible hur­
ricane that swept over l\liiami, 
Florida, where millions of dollars' 

worth of property was destroyed, hundreds

of families were made homeless, and, worst 
of all, very many precious lives were lost 
either by drowning, or crushed under fall­
ing houses or trees. And how many narrow 
escapes! 

A Christian woman was alone with her 
two children at what is called "the Cape," 

when the storm burst upon them 
at midnight. After a time of 
an,"iety, the house was washed 
from its foundations by the ris­
ing tide, and carried out to sea. 
She clung to some coconut trees, 
up to her neck in water, and the 
children managed to keep near 
her by swimming until rescued 
by a man who was asked by 
telegraph to look after them. 
"It was the Lord that saved us," 
she says; for indeed she can 
hardly realize how they were not 
drowned in the swirling waters, 
nor how they ever managed to 
reach dry land. Well, it is, in­
deed, that she gives God the 
praise for saving them, though 
He used a brave man to accom­
plish their deliverance. 

But I wish more particularly 
to tell you how a party whom I 
know well were saved by a little 
candle placed thoughtfully by 
some one in a window on that 
dark and dreadful night. It was 
on what is called, « l\liiami 
Beach" - a sand spit running 
parallel with the shore, with Bis­
cayne Bay between. This nar­
row strip of land is only a few 
feet above high tide; and when 
the fearful hurricane blew land­
ward, the terrible sea soon cov­

ered it several feet deep. 
A mother, with her little girl, 
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living on the Beach, fearing that the tide 
would wash away their house, left it to go 
to her sister's near by, and from this place 

·they started for the mainland in an auto­
mobile. It stood the swirling winds and
waters for a time, but became stalled, and
there was nothing for them to do now but
to leave the car, lest it be overturned upon
them.

A sudden gust then separated them, and
the little girl was missing. All this was in
the dark, at four o'clock in the morning, the
water rushing all about them. Then an­
·other gust brought them together again,
and they clung desperately together against
the howling wind and rushing waters. They
did not know how long they could stand on
their feet, nor could they see which way
to go. If they moved they might step into
a hollow with water over their beads and be
drowned, or separated, and carried away
into the bay before them. There was a
bridge across this bay to the mainland, but
who could find it in the darkness?

Just then they spied the little candle shin­
ing in the night in somebody's window, and
by its friendly gleam they managed to reach
the house which had stood the storm, and
they were saved I

Under God's care, they owed their lives
to this "little candle burning in the night."
You know th� hymn, dear children. If
Christians, you and I are to be like
this little candle, guiding the lost ones to
safety from the storm. By our lives, godly
and consistent, we are to help others in
showing them the way to safety in Christ.

Whoever placed the candle in the win­
dow that night did not know who might
have need of its guiding ray, and they had
their reward when they received into their
house in safety the three helpless ones lost
in the darkness and the storm.

The little candle is not much esteemed in
these days of brilliant electric lights; but
it did its work in the storm that night, and
three precious lives were saved by its feeble
glimmer. You may not think your influence

amounts to very much, dear Christian boy 
or girl; but you cannot tell. We only know 
that "Jesus bids us shine." "Let your light 
so shine before men," He says, "that they 
may see your good works, and glorify your 
Father which is in heaven." What a pre­
cious work it is to guide others to Jesus, 
the only refuge for the lost and struggling 
soul.

Forty days with His Disciples 
Read John 21: 1-14. 

In Acts 1: 3 we are told that for 40 days 
after His resurrection Jesus often met and 
spoke with His disciples. They would thus 
be made perfectly sure that it was no mere 
vision, but a great reality, that their dear 
Master, with whom they had companied for 
three years before His crucifixion, was now 
living, cared jor them, and loved them as 
before. 

The angels at the sepulchre had reminded 
them that in Galilee Jesus would meet with 
them (Matt. 28: 7), and Jesus Himself had 
said the same (ver. 10). \Ve have read in 
our lesson of one such meeting. How many 
were together then? ( ver. 2). \Vho first 
recognized it was Jesus? (ver. 7). How 
many times and where had Jesus met with 
them before? (John 20: 19, and 26). In 
1 Cor. 15: 6 we are told of His meeting 
"above 500 brethren at once;" so that our 
Lord's resurrection had been very strongly 
proved. 

But more than this, even now our dear 
Lord is working in the hearts of people on 
earth; for it is still Jesus with the Holy 
Spirit who is converting and giving peace 
and forgiveness to all those who turn to 
Him, confessing their ,sins. "l'bat a great 
multitude have come to Jesus, have received 
Him in their heart, and rejoice to know 
Him as their litiin� Saviour. Do you know 
Him thus, dear ch.ildren?

(Ps. 69.) 

In the trespass-offering the person who 
robbed or deceived his neighbor gave back 
anything taken away, and added more. In 
this p,salm the Lord Jesus is spoken of as 
doing this, but we are told plainly He re­
stored that which He took not away. It was 
the sins of others £or which He paid the 
debt. No complaint ever came from His 
lips, but these psalms show us something 
of the sorrows and sufferings which He en­
dured.

Outline of Leaaon 

1. In the sin-offering psalm ( 2 2) the
abandonment of the Sufferer as bearing 
God's wrath is emphasiz.ed; in the burnt­
offering psalm ( 40), the perfect obedience 
of Him who willingly offered Himself to 
God; and now in this psalm ( 69) it is res­
titution made according to God's govern­
ment, as required in the trespass-offering. 
Fittingly, too, this psalm strongly calls for 
God's retribution upon all who oppose and 
oppress the Sufferer. If, in Psalm 40, He 
speaks of being brought up out of the pit 
and the miry clay, He now tells us of the 
deep waters and overflowing flood, and of 
mire where there is no standing. He is in 
the place where the waves and billows of 
judgment broke over Him. At the end, He 
is set up on high, for God saves Him out 
of it all, and sets His feet upon a rock 
(Ps. 40). 

Note that what comes out more promin­
ently here is His identification with others 
because of whom He makes His plea (vers. 
6, 26, 32), since their blessing depends up­
on His acceptance. It is evident too that 
He thinks of them as sharing in His re­
jection and persecution at the hands of 
wicked men; but they cannot be with Him 
in the deep waters and miry clay, for there 
He alone could enter where the judgment 
of God and hate of His enemies pressed 
hard upon Him. The dread reality of evil, 
which He hated, and which had so robbed 
God, He bad taken up to confess as IDs 
own, and make restitution to God's glory. 

2. In the place of judgment and death
He vindicated God's claim for restitution 
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by fully meeting it. But His life had also THE LETTER-BOX 
witnessed that, for Him, God's claim came 
first in all things; man's denial of this had 
made restitution an essential element in 
atonement. He had taken God's side and 
received reproach, shame and scorn for it. 
He wept and mourned over the condition 
and attitude of man only to be hated and 
despised. What a witness against menl 
Yet He bore their judgment, and the pay­
ment they could not make He made. He 
suffered, the Just for th� unjust. 

3. Plainly, therefore, it must be from God
alone that He receives acknowledgement. 
He alone can save Him out of the mire, the 
deep waters, and the pit. God's salvation 
is found in the answer He gives to the Suf­
ferer-the answer is given in resurrection­
in the power by which He shall smite down 
every adversary, restore the harmony of the 
universe, enhancing God's glory in it all. 

4. He had wept and fasted in sorrow over
man and they hated Him without a cause. 
\\That such treatment meant to Him, He 
now tells us. Reproach broke His heart; 
He looked for sympathy and for comf or­
ters, but found none. The agonies of cru­
cifixion did not soften their hearts toward 
Him, but only gave fresh opportunity to 
increase His sorrow and suffering.

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SALVATION PROCLAIMED 

IN A RUSSIAN PRISON 

(IN the city of Kishenev, in one of
the southern provinces of Russia, 
there is a large, massive building, 
whose walls are several feet in 

thickness. This building is the city prison. 
Within its walls hundreds of prisoners are 
of ten to be found. There are underground 
dungeons also, dark and lonesome, where 
the worst criminals are confined; the cells 
are occupied by those whose offences are 
not so serious. 

Some years ago two men drove up in a 
"droshky" (a Russian carriage) to the gate 
of this prison. They had come direct from 
the Governor's house, with his full permis­
sion to speak to the prisoners. 

It was an unusual errand that had 
brought these two visi­
tors to the prison, with 
hearts aglow with the 
joy of God's salvation. 
It was their desire to 
speak of that salvation 
to the prisoners, and to 
tell them bow it bas 
been made free to all 
by the atoning work of 
Christ, and bow it is to 
be received by any poor 
sinner through simple 
faith in Him. 

Row by row the men 
were marched up by 
the obliging officials. 
Each received the gift 
of a Tew Testament in 
his own language; and

was given, pointing to

obtained. 

\Vhen the visitors were about to take 
their leave, a warden stepped up to the 
elder of them and said, 

"\:Ve have a murderer in our charge in 
solitary confinement." 

"Take me to bis cell, please," asked the 
visitor. 

Turning to the stone staircase to the 
underground dungeons, the warden led the 
way to the dark basement regions of the 
prison. Here, in a lonely cell, lay the mur­
derer. 

The visitor introduced himself by offering 
a copy of the New Testament. 

"Thank you, but I cannot read," sadly 
replied the prisoner. 

"Here then is the very thing for you," 
was the cheery reply; "you will be able to 
read t!zis, and it teaches the truth most

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important for you to know." 
So saying, the visitor produced a small 

book of three pages and handed it to the 
convict. The latter took it, opened it, turned 
it over, and gazed with a puzzled look upon 
its pages. No words were there, but simply 
colors. The first page was black, the second 
red, the third white. It was a copy of what 
is widely known as "the ,vordless Book." 

"What is the meaning of this? I cannot 
understand," said the condemned man. 

This was the question the visitor was 
waiting for, to set the gospel of God's won­
derful grace before the prisoner. 

"The black leaf represents SIN-yours 
and mine," he explained. "Sin against God 
and against man; sin in the heart and sin 
in the life, black as night. The red page 
represents the precious blood of Christ, by 
which alone sin can be cleansed and put 
away. The white leaf represents the perfect 
salvation and cleansing of the soul through 
our Lord Jesus Christ, that comes to the be­
lieving sinner through faith." 

'Which page represents my reader's pres­
ent condition?

From one page to the other of the "Word­
less Book," his eyes anxiously wandered, 
and his hands began to tremble. 

"You are able to read that little book, 
are you not?" asked the kind visitor. 

"Yes, thank God I " he replied, as big 
teardrops fell upon his chained hands. "And 
thank you, sir, a thousandfold, for bring­
ing such a message to one so unworthy as 
I am." 

Thus as our Lord Jesus says in Luke 
15: 7, there was joy in heaven over the re­
pentant sinner.-From Dr. Baedeker.

Outline of Leuon 

1. The application of this psalm becomes
more clear .when studied in connection with 
the 90th in which man is depicted as fallen, 
to whom as such the 91st could not apply. 
Manifestly it belongs to Another, "the 
Second Man," with whom there is no sha­
dow of failure. He made the secret place 
of the Most High His continual abode, and 
during the period He abode among men; 
He was ever under the shadow of the Al­
mighty. Thus as man, He trusted in God 
who was His refuge and fortress. 

Q. 1. Find, "I will put my trust in Him."
Q. 2. What is the difference in meaning

of the four titles here used? (Most High, 
Almighty, Lord, i.e., Jehovah, and my God.) 

2, 3. To the One taking this place most 
blessed assurance is given of God's unfail­
ing care, preserving and shiellling, so that 
peace and security are His portion. He has 
"the peace of God" given to Him, for He 
is with "the God of peace." To such, God's 
truth is a shield and buckler. Thus the 
Second Man met Satan and defeated him.

In such 
conflict as this implies God is with Him 
to deliver, and secure to Him absolute su­
premacy. Such is the place of Him con­
cerning whom we know this psalm speaks. 
By the truth of God which He made His 
shield and buckler, He bound the strong 
man, and spoiled his goods. He fought the 
battle in life and in death. He has gone up 
on high, having led captivity captive, prin­
cioalities and powers being subject to Him. 
This Second Man, our Lord Jesus, is the 
One of whom God is mindf ul1 and whom 
He bas set over all the works of His hand. 

6. He is the One always heard. No call
of His remains unanswered.

7. This Second Man suffers no eclipse.
Perpetuity of blessing is found with Him. 
He knows the fulness of God's salvation, 
and indeed dispenses it. 

Though the cross is not really presented 
in this psalm we know that only by it could 
it be true that this blessed, perfect and 
glorious Man should not abide alone, but 
have associated with Him a race of re­
deemed ones, destined to be conformed to 
His image.
