]!ART KELLY, nn ignorant, noglcctc.cl liftlo Irish 
girl, was pln.ying it11y iu tho streets of London ono 
Lord's day afternoon, '\\·hen sho ,nis nccostcd by a 
Indy, who kindly nnc.l earnestly inYitc<l her to nc-­
con1pnny her to tho rnggocl-school. Tho chilJ ru<loly 
rcfusocl, but tho lady ,roulu tako no <lonio.l, ond a.t 
lust proYailc<l. 

'£ho gid continuod to attend, but scon1c<I to hnvo 
no dcsiro to lcai·n, nnd only cnmo "·ith t.ho pcrvcrso 
dotcrminntion to disturb iho school, nncl givo ns 
mnch trouble ns possil,lo. 

This sta{o of thingn continnc<l for two wl10Io yen rs, 
when l\[nry'a pn.rcnh; 1·on1ovcd to Irelancl, taking her 
with them. Sho pnrted from her fricnu� nt fho 
school with tho snmo npi:in.rcnt harunoss thnt harl
characterized o.ll hor prov1ons conduct. Iler kiml 
teacher took lcavo of her "�ith tho g-rcatc�t kinclncss 
nnd tondcrncs�, giving hor all tho good nclvico in lier 
power; novcr oxpocting to hear from her ngain. 
Ilowovor, to her supriso nnd d<Jlight, after nn int<'rval 
of thrco ycnrs sho rocoivod from hor former scholnr 
tho following lotter:-

" 1\Iy Dear teacher, 
" It is fivo years sinco you mot mo in 

Glo'atcr Stroot, nnd invited mo to go with yon to 
J - n Stroot Sunclny-school. At firRt I "·ntt not 
wHJing- to go, Lut you "·oulu not go ,rithout mo. You 
sr.icl, • Como for onco;' nn<.l so I wont with yon. You 
mny rcn1ombor who.t o. moUBtor I wna, cnrini::- for 
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nothing. Surely you n1ust hn.vo wonuorcd whnt 
could induco 1110 to como so 1·rgular. I don't know 
mysolf, unloss it "·ns to disturb tho school ; ior ns 
soon ns I cnn10 into tho clnss, thcro could bo no moro 
order. In vniu dill you beg of mo to ntlcnd to tho 
instruction : my heart wns ns lin1·d n� n. �tono, a.nd ns 
cold ns ico ; yot nothing could hnve kept n10 front

coining. Sornot.uncs I hnvo been nfraicl to look nt 
yon, for somo of tho girls used to sny, if I did go on 
so, thoy 'tt'oro suro you ,vould not con10 ngnin. Dut 
blessed bo Goel, you ,roro nl wnys t.hcro, so tho.t I 
novor hnd nny other tcnchor. During the two yonrs 
that I wns in tho school, no chnngo w ha toyer took 
plnco in n1y chnractor; my conduct was shnn1cful. I 
uo not know· ho,v you could hn,o borne with mo 
·with so much patieuco.

"At tho end of two yea.rs, my parents were obliged 
to return to Ireland. Oh ! my do:n: friend, never 
shall I forget thnt night, ·when I told you I wns not 
coming nga.in. IIo,v affoctionntoly you talked with 
mo! If I ho.d boon ono of tho mor-t attentive scholars 
in your clnss, yon coul<l. not havo been moro kind to 
mo. You nuu·ko<l. somo choptci·s in my Hiblo, nnd 
bcgg-ccl of n10 to rend them w hon I coulu not como to 
school; nnd when you bnclo 1no fnrowcll it ,Yns tho 
nrst timo in my life that I folt any ronl sorro,v for my 
pnst sin. I thought I would givo n.11 tho wo1·ld if I 
could. but stop ono month longer ,vith you. 

"In tho courso of tho ,vock "'e left London, nn<l I 
could not rost day or nigl1t; I coulcl think of no one 
olso but yon. Ono dny I thought I woul<l. mako nwny 
with n1ysc·lf. lloll nppoarctl open to 1·ccoivo n10 ! 
Just ns I \\'US going to tnko sonic pofoon thnt I had 
rrcporcd, I thoug-ht I hon1·cl you cnll nlo, nnd eny, 
1"\Vhcro is your Dihlo ?' I laid uowu tho 1>0ison, nud 
got my DiLlo; antl tho first plnco that I oponod ,vhoro 
you n1nrkcd, wo.s Jo/at iii. 1 G. ' God tiO lc;vcd tho 
worlcl, that J Io g-nvo his only begotten Son, thnt 
,,·hosoOYl'r Loliovclh in hin1 should hnvo ovodusting 
lifo.' A llhough I ]ind so oflon honrcl thnt pnssng-o 
bc,roro, it uo,v nppcnrcu ns if it "'ns tho fh·st timo. I 
turned to uno1hor placo thn.t "'ns 1nnrko<l, nncl. I �nw 
Lcfo1·0 1no ;-' 'l'hi8 hi u. fuithful so.yins, nucl. "·ol'lhy of 
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nccoptn.tion, thnt Christ J csus cnu10 into tho "·orI1l to 
so.Yo Binncrs, of whorn I nm chief.' This nppcnr�dj ust 
my cnso. I thon kncolccl down nn<l prnycu to Goel for 
tho fhst tiruo in.1ny lifo. I '\'ns mnd1 co1nfortctl. I 
tluo,v tho poison nwny, nnd fron1 thnt thno I found 
morcy, nnd wns nblo to cn.ll God, 'Abbn, Father.' 

"I suff(\rod 1nuch 11orsccution from my friends; but 
blcs�cd bo Gou, IIo Ldpod mo throu:.;h it. I .know· 
i\'hat n sinner I l1ncl boon; thcrcforo I could pity nncl 
y,rny for them. I hn<l ncnr1y onco 1ost my lJiLlo. 
Tho riricst ]1aving lonrnccl thnt I hacl one, C'ntn') nncl 
domnnclcd it ; but I said 'tl1nt I ·would part with 1ny 
lifo flrst.' llo said it v,ouhl bo worso for mo if I ilid 
not givo it to hio1. At Inst I thoug;ht I ·would bu1·y it. 
Ono night, o.ftor nll wcro snfo in bed, I got up, took 
my Biblo, then went down tho yard nncl <lug- n holo, 
nnd after committing my best con1panion to tho I..iord, 
laid it in tho gr:ivo nncl covcrccl it up, so thnt no ono 
could iind it. For tlu·co \\'eeks I "'ont c,cry night for 
two hours to rond it, boin� tho only time I dared to 
do so. Atlon�th I hoarcl thnt n lndy \\"Hntccl n scr,nut. 
I went to sco her. SJ10 told mo I n1ight con10 as soon 
ns I liked. I got my Dible, nnd w·cn t nt once. Sho 
-wns n 1nc1nbor of n Protestant church. This "·ns a. 
mercy inucc,t for inc. 'Thrco n1onths nftc·r I bccamo 
n member of tho church to w·hich she Lolongcd. I 
o.m still in tho samo pince, nnd n good plnco it is. 

"I must also toll you thnt my father nncl n1othcr 
como to tho so.mo 1>lo.co of ,vorship, and I bclicvo thotn 
to ho Christians. 1.'heir homo f.hat for1norly "'n:i liko 
n littlo holl, is nolv liko hcin·cn. It w·o,u.d do you 
good to soo my father snrroundetl. "ith :fifty or sixty 
poor men nnd "·omon holding a 1n·nycr ruccting on 
Sun<lny evening, son10 cowing four or five and oven 
six miles: never forgctliug to ponr out their pr3.yors 
for a blessing on J--n Street Suuclny-school. 

"A few dnys ngo, n. friond sni,1 to my fathor,­
•You will never forgot that sch()ol ? 1

" 'Forgot! oh no, novor-till my Gou forgots to bo 
grnciou.43 ! ' 

"l1Jc.:aso to givo this 2!i. Gd. to tho DH»lo Sociotr, ns 
o. suH1.IJ, but sincoro token of n1y loYo to my lliLlo,
u·hich fo us dour to n10 ns my lif o is."
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u Prny romon1bor mo with many tl1nnlc� to l\Ir.
C--k, nnd irr. ,v--:s, nnd o.11 tho friends of 
J--n Stroot school. You ·will wonclcr how I �hould 
know "·hero to fincl you. l\Iy brother h:is boon living 
in London till o. fow· weeks since, nncl I bcg-gccl of hhn. 
to go to tho school nnd find you out. Ho "·ont nnd 
·w·o.tched you homo, nnd then took tho direction down
nncl brought it "rith hiin; nnd I dotcrn1incd to write
ns soon ns I hn.d an oppo1·tunity. Tho lncly thnt car­
ries this has como to Lonclon on her wn.y to Amorica.

ho cnnnot sco tho kin�<lo1n. of God."-Jolm iii. 3. 
tJ..'his ohl nnhu·o is incorr1g-iLlo; it i8 n. useless task to 
nttcmpt to mond it up, or to trn.in it in now wnys; it

is Jiopolcssly corrupt nncl spoiled. God clocs uot nt­
to1npt to n10tl(l tho old Aclnn1-nntm·o. Ho has long 
ng-o tried it, nn<l lon� ogo given it np o.s ,,orthlcss an,l 
1,asscd mcncling. Ilis testimony is that in man's fl�sh 
(or olcl nahiro) dwclloth no good tlting (Rom. vii. 18); 
nnd thn.t they that arc in tho flesh cannot plenso Goll 
(viii. 8); thnt tho carnal mirul is not only not subject 
to tho law of Goel, but that indcc<l it never cnn ho 
(viii. 7). Thcrofore, I sny, Go<l docs not attc1npt to 
mon<l that which is hopelessly spoiled, but I[o docs 
what is bettor, llo condon1ns it, nuu hnnds it over to 
be destroyed (vi.

Formerly ho complninccl,-

"'1110 rnoro J ,-lrovo n�:lin!it it� powf'r, 
1 tiinnrll nn<l sluml,lctl but llunnorl"." 

nut now ho if; couscious that ho is nl)lo, in tho power 
of t.ho now no.lure, nctod on by tho IIoly Spirit, to 
,vnlk sons to plcnso Goel. Tho rig-htcou�nc�� of tho 
law is fulfilled in hin1, wnlking not nftor tho flesh, but 
ruler tho Spirit.-llom. ,iii. 1. 

Thoro is still conflict : tho old Adnm sti-iTcs for 
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dc,minion, nncl too often obtnins it for n wl1flo; but 
ho is not nllo,vc<l undisputoll J)Ossossion of tho field. 
Tho new nnhrro,-tho Spirit of Christ in tho soul,­
ci·ic�, "Ill'joico not ngninst me, 0 mino enemy: ,vhon 
I fnll, I shnll nriso" (.11licali vii. 8); nn<l, ginling itsolf 
nnow in tho strength of J csus, ynusucs tho y�·n-rfaro 
ogainst tho flesh, until it becomes morethnn conque1·or. 

Auel do you nsk, dear render, what you must do to 
attnin this victorious couclition,-you, thnt nro over 
couqucrctl, t.hat find no :power to withstn.nll sin; you, 
that con1.plt1.in thnt sin enthrals you com11lctcly; you, 
thnt nro cnrricu cnptiYo by tho tlovil nt his will? You 
feel that ho is driving you do,vn to hell; nnll do you 
a.sk ho,v you may btu-st tho bonds of his iron slavery 
and bo fi·ce,-froo for conquest, if not frco from 
conflict? 

,v ell, I will tell you. It is not enough to sny thn.t 
you nn1st bo born ngnin ; that you mtu,t E;Ot o. now 
nnturo. You ,dll nnturnlly reply, "'£hat docs not 
help n10 nt all; for ho,v am I to got this new nature; 
can I make it inysolf? u

No, you cnnn,,t, nor cnn nll tho men in tho world 
n1nkc it fur you. It must ho <liviucly created ; nnd 
thl'rcfuro Gou clocs uot sot yon 11110n making- it. lJut 
Ilo points to J C:ius, whoso blooc.l w·ns shocl on tho 
cross ns n sncrifico for sin, nnd snys, "Only bolicvo, 
nnll thou slmlt ho mntlo who]o !"

"No, indeed;" replied ho solon·n1 ly; nnu seeing 
mo o.uout to spcn.k, ho continu0tl, "I hnxc not n1aclo 
my })C:l.CO "·ith Gou, nnn I coulcl not clo it, buL nnothcr 
lws d0no H for n1<.'. '' 

"Ilow so?" I a.skod, "·ishing to C:lt·nw him out to 
epoak ngain. " '\Vho ho.a done it for you ? ". 
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"Why, ma'n111, the only person "·ho could do it, 
J osus Clu·ist tho Son of God, "·ho died to ma.ko my

I "·ns tho.nkful to hcnr tho poor ma.n i5ponk thus 
clcnrly nncl dccicle<lly on this momentous question; 
and found by further discourso "·ith him thnt ho was 
indeed one who ha.d fuund pon.co ,nth God by nccept­
ing tho 1>onco mado by Jesus Christ on tho c1·oss.

The cxcur,o thus 111:ulo for putting off tho thought 
of cl<'rnal thin�s is by no 1n(lanR confined to ro.ilway 
officinls. N ot11ing i� n1oro co1nn1on than tho snmo 
reply from 1)coplo of tho 1nost varying· circu1ustanr.os 
and occnpntion�, "·hen :prcsscu t.o think. nbout the 
atnto and prospects of their sou]:-,. 1,ho cnb1nnu who 
loungcc; undf"r tho tavern-portico, "cha{H11g" with 
tho �-roo1nH lJy tho hour togolhor, has "no limo,, to
<·nro for hi� }:c,ul. 1'ho otnnibus driver will toll you
ho,� all hi� ti1no is occ:upio.J in his \\'ork from cnrly 
mc,rnin� till Jmst n1i<lnight; but yet ho has tin10 to 
punn10 intcr1ninnLJo convt•1·sation with tho passon�o1·s 
on tho Lox, nl>out tho ])<'rhy stul,o�, or tho prob:,blo 
-verdict of soruo nL�orLiug triul. �rho drnynuw hus no 
tin,o; lJat ho fincla opportunit.y to rcclino with hnl£ 
l!.i:.tt: cycH ou hi� tlray, with hid bnck ng-ninst n bn.rrol, 
D.8 ho g,,, 1R to his <lC"stinntion. 'rho busy s1·ooc1.· chnt.s 
ncroes tho r.ountor with his customers, ns ho t.ioe up tho 
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po.rcole; 1,ut hns no tiino to think of otol'nity. The 
spruco clork is hn1·cl-";oi·lrnd; but still ho finds tiJno to 
ruff his cignr in his neighbour's throat, ns 110 sit� on 
the roof of the on1nibus. Tho "'·cnlthy 1nc::chant 
,vorlcs liko o. mill-horso in his sclf-in1poscd routino of 
duties, and foclinf;ly lmucnts the pressure of busincs� 
which leaves not n. 1non1ont for serious thinking; 'but 
yet ho flncls timo to r>eruso tho "Ti1ucs/' c,·o-:y 
morning-, as he goes in to tho Exchange. And so 
,vith hunurecls of others. In fa ct there is scarcely an 
occupation in thoso "fnst" <lays which docs not dc­
nutntl so great a. portion of attention, as to givo c. 
certain <lcgrco of plausibility to this excuse. 

Ilut tho nnsw0r is obvious. Thero nro pC'r�ons in 
cnch of thc50 occupations, ·who, ·without neglecting 
their temporal duties, havo found thno to scttlo tho 
question ns to otcrnnl ccrtnintics. It is not wnnt of 
tin1c, but want of inc:linn.tion, thnt is tho mi�c·hicf. 
Let but sou10 caso of poisoning- under cireu1nsta11c;cs 
of peculiar oggraYutiou bo on trial, anu you will 
hnrd1y n1cct with nn inclivitlun1, however ignornnt, 
howc\.·cr ]10.rd-workccl, who is not vcrscJ in all tho 
shocking dctnils of crimo nnd 1uiscry that aro hcing­
brought to light; nncl who is not auundantly willing 
to rc�pon<l, if yon bctiin to tnlk nbont t.h<'n1. 1'imo is 
found for this without difficulty. 1'ho nntnral int<:rcst 
which pcoplo feel in tl10 suujcct puts ihc1n on inquiry; 
if they cm1not rcncl, they c·nn lisi'en; if thoy do not 
hear, they ask. No ouo says, "I ha<l no ti,uo to think 
nbout it." Ancl "'hy not ·t Deen.use curiosity nnd 
interest oro awnkcnccl; nncl ,vhcn these :iro on thl) 
nlcrt, tho nican8 of' g-rutifying- thcm1 n1·0 rcntlily found. 

Now, clcnr friend, you who nro in 1ho habit of 
mnkiugthis cx:cuso 1or tho pntting c,ff of God':-dc1nn11d 
on your attention, bo suro llo n1arlrn your hypocrilicnl 
dealing with l!i1n. Ilo ,.:cos thnt your oxcu�o is only 
n pn1fry fal�o cxc:uso; nnd tho Ycry interest yon hn.Yo 
munifo�tca in cart-hly thing-R, ancl your convorsnucy 
with. thcn1, will ri,rn up in tho juug1nout against you, 
nnd stop you1· 1nouth. 

You hnvo no intorost in spb·itnnl thing-J: thnt is 
tho ronl trut.h. ,vhnt ! no intci-<,;;t in. tho fuct th:lt 
you h:n•o 1Jcon on your trinl for tho 1·0 bell ion o�:\iu�b 
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your J{ing, nnd tl1nt you hnvo boon found guilty (Rom. 
iii. 10)? No interest in tho fnct thnt you, evt3n you,.
nrl.) nt this ,·cry n1omc111t under sentence of dcnth (Ezcl:.
�viii. 1 ; Ron1. vi. 23)? No interest in tho fnct that
tho n·rn.lh of Go<l,-that is, 1.ho nugcr of Ouo who cun
do whatever !Io pleases, is upon you, nncl tlint hell is
ynw"uing beneath yon (,Tolni iii. 36; Ps. ix. 17)"? No;
you haYo no iutcrost in thcso things. Though thoy
nro truo, undeniably truo; nnd truo of yott; though
tho "\Vord of Go<l, tho Spirit, nnd conscicnco say,
"Thou nrt tho man ! "-yon C:"tnnot get your mind to
t.,lo nn interest in their truth or falsehood. It is
nothing-, just nothing with you.

Anu f he ref oro no wonder thn.t you hnvo no interest 
in tho won<lerful fact, that God Ilim�olf, whom you 
hnxo offcnrk:d, who is justly angry "·ith you (Ps. vii. 
11 ), is oOt"'ring you o. ii·co parclon, a full deliverance, 
nnd n. scat of everlasting joy nt hi� rjght hnnd. Ilo 
beseeches you to bo rccondlccl to Ilim (2 Cor. v. 20). 
Ho tells you 1.hnt J csus, his own Son, hung on tho 
cros5 inslcncl of sinners; and thnt tho only harrier in 
tl1e wny of salvation ii:\ thnt you will not como unto 
Iliru, that you n1ight lHt\·o lifo (Jolm v. •10).

ainncr �houl<l fcol nnd co11fcEs hi� g-niH, tu1u ntc<.'J>t 
tho ntouc1ncnt n1n.clo fur hin1. hy tho l,�in,b oi' Go,t. 
Evo1·y J>oor liin.nc1· ,vho <looB ilii3 ,\·ill cc1·tuiuly uo 
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snvcd. Goel will rccoivo you. Ilo will wn�h you 
Loth from tho guilt nnd from tho 1ovo of sin. I[o 
will gh·o you n now nnd clenn hcnrt. IIo will put his 
IloJy Spit-it '\\-ithin you.

Surely 
not: I shoulcl ho.vo to suffer, notwithstanding my 
incredulity. 

So it is with you: it ,rill not avnil you to so.y, "I 
don't beliovo God ";n punish sin otcrnally, nud thoro­
foro I don't wnnt tho romody." You will fin<l, to9 
Into, that your unbcliof, instcml oflossoniug-, heightens 
your g-uilt; nud that Gou mu�t l,o b·uo, whothor you 
l,cliovo or no.

aon1c inquiries about hin1. 

"Sir," mtiu his iufur11,a11t, "that mnn hns been for 
years noiorious; ns ono uf tho "'orst characters iu tho 
pln.co. . lie ,ras n kno"·n thi<'f, n. linr, n. <lrunknrd, a. 
Lrnwlcr, o.ncl n noto(l 1n·i.1.o :fighter. IIis hancl ,\·as 

• ngninst every n1nu, nn<l, as n. naturn l conscc1uonce,
every 1uan's hand wns ng·nin:;t him. !Io ,Yas tho pest
nnd terror of tho town, though ho ·wn.s c;uuniug cnoug-h
to IJlo.nngo gcnel'nl1y to keep cloar of tho la"''s clutdws.
I noel! not cl(•scrjbo to you "·hat n. lif o Lis poor wifo
and children loll with hhn. At l,!ng-th his pnrtid pnlion
in nn oxton8ivo roLLcry ,vns provc,1; ho ,\·ns couvich•d
nn<l. sontoncctl to impri�onnH:ut in ]Jcclforcl gonl. En'ry
ono wns �Incl to l,o ricl of hi:s clrc:1uod prC'SCllCO, thoush
it wa:, to uo only ci tC'11q>0rury <lcJh·crru1co.

"1'ho OJnuibu8 thnt convoyccl lii1n to lJcclforll con­
tn.inccl othor crju1innls Lcsidc�s liiu1solf; n1ul it hap­
pono<l iu Go<l's 1n·ovill(!nco, t.hnt tho con!-11nl,lo ,,110

ncco1npanic<l. thew, nucl "'ho ha.d them in chn1·0c, ,,·as
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o. godly mnn, �·ho felt his rosponaibility townrcls tho
pour uc�rnclcd ·wretches "·hon1 ho Juul to restrain. llo
iclt for their souls' miscrablo conuition, and strovo to
do thom good, ruclo and unruly ns thoy woro. On
this occasion ho took n. gospel t.rnct out of his pockot,
nud offered to read io them. �'hey nsscnt.ccl, hc:i.rd in
silonco, o.ncl God's blessing rested on tho fo.ith.ful offorts.
The hOJ."ucnod prizo fightor hcarc.l nnd believed; his
soul wns convincccl of 8in under tho tostiinony of' tho
h·nct, nnd ho rcsoh·cd by God's grnco to turn from it.

1 [o clc­
lig-htctl to trn.co tho wonurous pnths of' tho Lorcl's rich 
nn<.l froo g-rncc, which coulJ singlo out ono so vilo, as 
nn object of mercy. Ilo ,\�ns soon rcccivccl into f�llO\\"• 
ship ,\·ith tho Lord's pco1>lc, nncl has now for several 
yours ·walked as n. saint of God, fulfilling- nll tho duties 
of thoso rolntions in which ho iormcrly hnd so siinally 
fniJcd, nnd ndo1·ning tho doctrin.o of Ood his Snviour. 

It is tho glory of tho grnco of Gou thnt it cnn slloW 
mc1·cy to grcnt sinners; ovon to tho greatest nntl Yilcst. 
J\f nnassoh, ·who put a graven inlClgo into tho houso of 
tho Lord, and dcnlt wlt11 fn.miliar spirits, nn<l. flllocl 
J orusnlcm ,\'ith in no cont bl oocl ;-nl nry 1,Ingualono, 
·who wns o. flag-runt opc.:n oinnor, out of who111 "·cro
cast sovcn c.luYils ;-S:\ul of Tnr8us, who ,vns n. l>lns-
11h�111or, c.utl n. pcr!iocutor, a.nu jojurious, w'110 con1pollotl
tho saints of Go<l. to l>hLsphoruo, outl l)Orsuocl thorn
-with unrolontiug rig-our unto tlouth. ;-nro nll now
ain0ing- tho prnisos of tho L:uub tho.t wushcu iliom 
irom their sino in his o,rn Llood. '1.,ho on.so or t.ho lnst 
of thoso ,ra.s n very signnl ono. In mognif ying- tho 
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illimitnlllo grnco of Christ, ho puts forth his own o�­
pcrionco of it, o.s a. 1nighty illustro.tion. IIis ,vords 
nro,-" This is o. faithful snying, nnd "·orthy of nll 
nccoptntion, thnt Christ J csus can1e into tho ,-,·orl,l to 
snvosinut•rs; 01-�"·uolr I:A:?.t c1nE1t" (11'im. i. lj); 
nncl ho goes on to dcclo.ro tho.t hi:; wns t1. po.ttcrn C:\SC;

tho1·oforo I will go on boluly in ru.v cour .;�, unu tako 
my iliug;" this ,vill bo to fuston n1oro ih-1nly tho 
!otters of Satan o.bCJut you, nnd to fo1·go f1·ctll li.11kn to
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thnt sovon-fold chnin 0£ sin, which alroncly binds you 
fnst. 

Tho list of oYil-doors, nmong whom rnul s�ys tho 
Co1inthin.ns hntl bcou numLcrocl, ho expressly onu­
mc1·atcs ns hr..ving no part in tho kingdom of God.
