COVERING THE HEAD. 
QUESTION 1445 (C-ti11ued from pa1es 207 and 231). 

Does I Cor. II. 5, 6, mcau that a woma.n should have a 
covering over her head ,vheo engaging in private prayer 
at home? 

Note A.-The epistle is addressed, primarily, to the 
NChurch of Cod ... at Corinth:" its object is to deal with• 
ccruin abuses that had grown up in It (11. 34). That the 
section 2-16 with which the question is concerned con­
templates the conduct of cc:rtain women in the gatherings 
of the Church is plain from the language of ver.;e 17, 
"In giving you this charge, I praise you not, that ye 
come together not for the better but for the wone; u 

uthis charge N referring to what precedes, not to what 
folllTf''S. The words "come together" are repeated in 
vcne 18, i.otroductory to the new section concerning 
abuses in connection with the Lord's Supper. The 
transition is natural, fDr lu both sec:tious the apostle 
is dealing with public gatherin�. and with such only. 
Who had observed women at.their private devotions that 
be should be able to report on their dress while '° en­
gaged? ?ofovcovcr, the prophesying which is here 
coupled with praying is not a privately but a publicly 
discharged function. Critlcl.sm of the attitude or covering 
of any penon-man or woman-engaged in private 
devotfons would be out of place iD an epistle written to 
meet prn3lng mnergeucics where every other matter 
dealt with i■ of a public characttt, u lo the Immediately 
preceding and the lmmedfately following contents. 

J conclude, therefore, that the apostle la dealing 
cxclu1ively with the covering seemly for a woman in a 
galbcrin,s of the Church. 

Jn l Tuu. 2. 8-12 also the apostle appcan to have bad 
io mind a public gatbcrlng. In every place the men 
(aw, the males: not ""thr6J,01, which might include 
both sacs) arc to

. 
pray, to the exclusion of the women

who may be presc,nt, dressed io a bccomlog manner, but 
who are uto be In quietness." 

Why, It may well be u.ked, does the apostle In one 
place CAtcgorically forbid women to pray In public at 
all. and in another give dircctlon, aa to their covering 
when they do 10 pray? I Judge ll1e answer to be thd the 
word pray bJJ.S tw1> uses; tt may refer to audible prayer, 
as when we say "lead In prayer," or it may mean to pray 
Inaudibly, u when a company re,rpoods to Uac lnvibltlon, 
''1.At u, pray." To pray Is to draw near lo Cod with 
word1 (l-101. 14. 2) whteh may bo "ut{ered or unex­
pressed. u Ideally the whole congr,·gatlon pray,: be 

who pray■ audibly cxprCS1ing the common th&Dksgivi.ng. 
petition, or interccaslon as the case may be, those who 
follow Intelligently ldcntifrlog themselves with the 
prayer by saying ''the Amen• (I Cor. l.C. 16). 

I understand, tbCTCfore, that lo I Tim. 2 the apostle 
forbids women to lead (audibly) in prayer In the public 
gatherings., at the same time instructing them u to their 
dress on such occasions. It wilJ be noted that the epistle 
was writtc,n to teach people how to behave iu "a Church 
of the Living God" (3. 16). In I Cor. II he directs them 
how to dress while they arc praying (inaudibly) in the 
public meeting. This does not mean that they arc to 
assume a covering during prayer, removing it at other 
times; "praying or prophesying N is sufficient here 1-0 
cover the whole period of the gathering. 

The difficulty remains that 
Prophesying Is of Necessity Audible, 

aod that women arc implicitly recognised as discharging 
that function. To which the answer is that while here 
public (inaudible) prayer is regulated, and in I Tim. 2
public (audible) prayer is forbidden to women, pro­
phesying is exphcitly forbidden to them in I Cor. 14. 34, 
where the apostle gives general instruction on that 
subject. 

It may be added he.re that while it is true that 14/ei,c

means to chatter in claMical Greek, it never has that 
meaning in any other passage in the New Testament 
And here it must be taken with its c:ootext; sec, for 
example, ver.;e 29, "Let your prophets speak. N which 
surely does not mean "Let your prophets chatter." A 
reference to verse 21, "Will I spcak ... saith the Lord N 

is final. 
It is too much forgotten that in "the churches of the 

saints" all should pray, though but few, and they "men­
brethren," may lead audibly the prayers of all. 
The effectiveness of public prayer depends not oo the 
utterances of the few but on the cxercbc:s of the many. 
It is surely good that sisters should come together on 
occasion for prayer and in the absence of men-brethren. 
express their thanksgivings and pet.itions audibly. I 
give my judgment, having no commandment from the 
Lord. But what a difference a band of godly praying 
women may make to a Church of Cod I C. F. HOGG. 

Nou B ,-1 am thankful for the judicial calm of C.F.H. '11 
Note, and for much it contains, outside bis references to 
1 Cor. 11. But I think he is mistaken about verse 17. 
Surely "the whirUgig of time" hu its revenges, when I 
have to remind him that the R.V. shows that a new 
section begins here. Notice the "but, u which he omits. 
"But In giving you this charge, I praise you not, that )'e 
come together," etc. Verse 18 explains why. "For,
lint of all," A new section could 1CarCCly begin with a 
••for," This phrase "come together• occun seven times
from vcne 17 to the end of chapter 14, and stamps the
11cctloo a, primarily of a Church character. As Dr. 
HENRICH i\lEYER writes: "There is no sigu of 1uch being 
tho cue lo the passage before us" (I Cor. JI. 3-16).

as Acts shows; but there is nothing in Scripture pro­
ltibiting same. MIUly Assemblies have shops in front, 
a dwelling house at side or behind, and other parts 
forming an integral part of the hall property, Others 
have bad houses left by rill, and continue to derive 
bene1it from the rents. At the same time the less any 
Assembly bas to do with property or business of any kind, 
apart from owning their place of worship, the better. 
It avoids friction and avoids jealousies of one kind and 
another. Separation from the world in united as well as 
Individual Christian life is good. HvP.

QUE:STtON 1456.-Wbo are the persons referred to in 

the ·word "all'' in John 10. 81 

.dns.-First of all, the verse must not be taken to 
suggest that all who came as tcachen previously to Christ 
in point o( time were thieves and robbers. John 5. 
45-47 and many other passages \\-onld discountenance
any such suggestion.

Aa tbe words "before l'ofo" do not appear in many tcm, 
it is likely that the emphasis in the sentence is to be laid 
on the verb ",:ania" rather than on "IHJOTe Me." The 
meaning will then be·: "All who uune, i.•., on their own 
initiaUve, in their own wisdom and strength, without 
the authority of God, making themselvc,. the door of the 
sb�p. arc thieves and robbera. u Christ i.a the only door. 
Those who arrogate to themselves such an office "rob" 
Him of that dignity. 

The ·change of tense (t:anu .. ,a,.•) may suggest that the 
Saviour was rderring more particularly to the Pharisees, 
who wCTe listening to His discourse (John 9. 40).

Quuno:, 14.57.-Bow is Matthew S. 23 to be regarded 

at the _present? Then, Is now no visible altar, as when 
those words were spoken by tho Lord, nor are belieVtrs 
a.oder obligations to bring gifts, It baa been suggested,
"lt Is going back to legalism, to insist this bas a spiritual
application to-day." It Is 1Lmong the sayings of the
Lord. 11pon 'l\'hJch 10 much depends, as to whether they
arc h�d and put Into practice (Matt. 7. 24, 27).

Am.-True, we have no visible altar to go before 
now, but we have that which the altar prefigured, as 
1n Hebrews 13. 10, "Wo have an altar, " etc., and before 
we can. lay our gilt upon it, to be accepted by God, we 
must put right whatever may be wrong between our 
01\'D soul and any fellow believer, "the be.u-t must be 
sprinkled from an evil conscience, and the body ,VII.Shed 
with pure water.'' Neither can there bo any true heart 
fellou,s!ii,p with that brother at that altar, a.s w:is ao 
suggestively act forth 1n the peaco offering of Lev. 7. 
19, 20. This waa ab.a.red by JehovaJ1, the priest, the 
offerer, and his friends. Gnoaon HuCKLEsov. 

THE ORDER OF THE BOOKS OF THE DIBLE. 
QuunoM 1458.-Wben and why wu the onler ln 

which the Ncw Testa.meat boon ga\'en to 1JUU1 by God 

changed by man into its present ord« l Did not God 
give the boob io tho 4;hronologl�l order wben Ho d-eemed 
wise, and, if so, why was this order c�nged, and under 
what circumstances was lt ehaoged? 

AnJ.-This Is not easy to ansW'CI' in a positivo fashion. 
Perhaps one has to fall back on God's provlde11tial 
provision or arr.angement. In great :\ISS. (rom the ·fourth 
century the four Gospels and the Acts uniformly stand 
first. The Gospels arc the historically foundation 
books, without wh.ieh the rest would be unintelligible. 
and their place is without controversy just. The position 
of the Acts as an intermediate book, the sequel to the 
Gospels, and prelude to the Epistles, is also natural. 
It must� where it is lf anywhere. But the Alexandr�n. 
Vatican, and Ephraim l\lSS. put the Catholic Epistle 
next, and this is characteristic of the Eastern churche5; 
but the Western Church, Jerome, Augustine, etc., give 
precedence to the Pauline EpistlC9. Could we well 
doubt that Romans comes just theologically? It is 
the doctrinally foundation book. Ought it to have 
any other place? The Apocalypse as the Revelation 
of the future also has its natural place at the close o( the 
volume. Does not its ending show it w:u meant to 
close the Sacred Volume? W. Hosn. 

THE QUESTION OF TEACHING CHILDREN. 
QUESTION 1459.-Should a Sunday School Sapcrin­

tcndent be allowed to teach the children (I) th.at the 
Lord Jesus bad to go to school and be taught; (2) that if 
He knew a ,•erse o( Scripture He bad to sit d<m-n and 
commit it to memory just the same as any other boy or 
girl; (3) that the Lord Jesus did not know the sufic:ring 
He had to codW'c when His soul was made an offering 
for sin? 

Ans.-In tea.ching a sanctified imagination ma}' be 
allowed some freedom, but the reins must be firmly held 
when the humanity of our Lord Jesus is the subject, and 
especially so when chHdrcn arc the pupils. Many o( the 
heresies tbat afflict the Church arose through an unholy 
pryi.ng into the mysteries o( His Person, forgetting that 
:'no man knoweth the Son, but the Father" (Matt, 
11. 27). He is "Wonderful," and the unique unlon of
Deity with humanity far transcends our grasp.

Thero is but little 1ald o{ His childhood in the Gospels. 
and it is significant that the Acts aod Epistles arc silent. 
To 611 the gap the Apocryphal Gospels, with their worse 
than foolish legends, were brought forward. 

"It behoved Him in all things to be made like unto 
His brethren" (Heb, 2. 17), surely applies to His child• 
hood and youth. Ho was (and is) God over all, but a.s a 
child Ho would, a.s all Jewish boys, be sent to school, 
yet at the age of twelve yea.rs He c;on.Coundcd the learned. 
Assuredly He could say, "I have more under.it.anding 
than .11 My teachers" (Psa. 119. 99), and In Him dwelt 
all the (ulness o( the Godhead. 

The words in John 7. 15, mean, not that He was without 
education, but tl1at He had ne,·er sat at the fo-et of 
Gamaliel or other teachers In Jerusalem. 

We dare not pJacc a limit to His knowlcd8e, for He 
knew aJI things, and long before His crucifixion He guvc 
the details to His disciplc.s. 

Let us a,,oidl apecul.ltioo, and use old Dr. Hall's 
prayer: "O God, Thou hut revealed more than we can 
know, enough to make us bllppy; teach ano a sober 'know­
ledge, and a contented ignonmco." joHN P. l.Ewrs.

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DEVASTATION THROUGH A CYCLONE. 
NO doubt you hove beard of the a,vful catastrophe 

which befell our island two weeb ago. A cyclone 
re1:1cbing n velocity of 185 miles an hour wi� out in n 
very few hours the whole of our capital city and did 
terrible d:unage in other p:uu. Yesterday (Sep. 17) I
visited one of the leading medical men in order th:it I 
might get official figures. He told me that up until 
yesterday there were ne:i.rly 6000 de:id and over 18,000 
lnjun:d. Tetanus and other disc:i.scs, such as typhoid 
lever, are daily adding to the number of the dead. At 
least SO per cent. of the buildings in Santo Domingo 
� destroyed. Thousands are homeless, whole families 
ba,-e been '"iped out, children have lost their parents , 
numbers have become completely ins:inc, while the 
happenings and hon-ors of these terrible days would 
break even the hardest heart. I should like to tell ygu
some of the very sad incidents, but it is heart-rending 
even to think o( them, far less WTitc them. It would be 
impossible to describe the awful conditions that exist 
In Santo Domingo to-day. Never has such a catastrophe 
been known in these, puts. Glad to be able to say that all 
our missionaries arc safe and well, and we th.a.Dk the Lord 
for His goodness in sp:iring each one. 

Disaster to the whole Island. 
While the capital city has auficrcd much more than :iny 

otber part, yet the whole island is suffering as :i result 
o( the disaster. Crops have been destroyed, and food 
stuffs have gone up in price all making living very diffi­
cult and expensive. It is evident that the coming winter 
will be most trying for all us. Again, the poUtic:il 
situation is most uncertain, and one hears rumours on 
every ba.nd. Most foreigners have alre:idy lcit tbe country. 
BuStness is at :i complete stand still, and so there is, and 
will be, a great deal of suffering a.nd want In the months 
to come. We have Christian families here that are 
living from hand to mouth, and do not know where their 
next meal will come from. A few daya ago I met one of 
our old sisters, 84 ycan old, and while it was well on In 
the day, she bad not had anything to eat that day. 
Fathen come here pleading for help u their children are 
atarving. What can we do 1 It 11 all 10 pit.iable, and 
we would commend to your prllyen the native Christian■. 
Their lot at any time ls a bard one because of their 1tand
for the Lord and the Gospel, and 10 present clrcumatances 
and CO!lditlons only add to their trials and dlfficultlca. 
The priests have come out very 1tron!flY against us at 
thb time, and they bavo had proccastons through the 
1tneb every night. The people carry lighted C1Utdles 
and carry heavy stones upon their heads In penance, 
wbllc the priests keep telling the people that the awful
disuter is God'• judgment upon them Cor tolerating us 
In their mid.at, and that all thia 1uffering bas been brou$ht 
on by aome of them le:ivlng tl1c true religion and acc.ept1ng 
the teachings of tJ1c h.eretics. All referring to us and our 
band of bet.levers. 

Prlesta oppo■lni the Distribution of Scriptures. 
Through the kindness of the Scripture Gift Mission we

.MPERMANENCE is wTitten over all tl1ings

terrestrial; change and decay arc in the very 
constitution of all that is seen and temporal. 
Part of our human lot is to live in the midst 
of fluctuations and uncertainties, to mark the 
passing seasons on our calendars, and to note 
the going-out of the swilt-ftying years. Time's 
ruthless hand plays havoc with our dreams of 
abidingncss, and earthly greatness is but for a 
moment. Before the echo of a man's fame 
has censed to vibrate in the ears of the world, 
he himself is gone, his most cherished hopes 
disappear in, to him, death's inevitable 
catastrophe, while the wind of advancement 
scatters his long-trusted theories, without con­
cern for his unfounded reputation. In the 
records of the ages his most durable institutions 
are but ruins on 'the highway of time, marking 
the places of his greatness centuries since 
vanished. 

Over against tbe transitoriness of man and his 
achievements it can be declared that ",nagna est
verilas, el prevalebit I" (truth is great, and will 
prevail) for truth never dies, its conquests are 
i-ure, its victories permanent. He who is on the 
side of God and of truth laughs at man's im­
pertinence and the boastings of his senseless pride. 

Christianity Js Not a Religion. 
Such.religious systems as exist, or have existed, 

are the fabrications of the �rvertcd human heart 
estranged from God. Christianity is a revelation. 
Reli�ion trades in what is sensuous, visible, 
tanITTble, mutable, whereas revelation brings 
its message from above. It is spiritual, not 
material; eternal, not temporary; Heavenly, 
not earthly: fixed, not changeable. Its appeal 
is to faith, and not to sense, for it introduces to 
a sphere where values are estimated in terms 
of thlngs not seen n.nd incorruptible. 

The Epistle to the Hebrews, particularly of 
the Books of the New Testament, emphasises 
this fundamental distinction, and insists upan 
the recognition of the fact tbat the real possessions 
of a man's heart nre within a kingdom whoso 
boundaries are outwith time, and encompass 
an incomprehensible Eternity. H ls imperish� 
able acquisitions Ile within confines where faith, 
not sight, controls, and where tho spirit of man 
r�t.s with confidence upon Lhc immutable promises
of a God who cannot lie. All the treasures of 
the soul arc invisible, but not unreal to faith. 

"WE HAVE" i.s a repeated assertion of the 
penman. ,vc have a Great 1-liph Priest, hope 
as an anchor, a strong consolation, boldness to 

enter the holiest, a better and more enduring 
substance, an altar at which none but the spiritual 
may eat. No cataclysmic upheaval, shaking 
the earth to its foundations, can deprive faith of 
its most precious possessions; no circumstance, 
or set of circumstances, however conspiring, 
can arise to despoil the saint of the ineKhaustible 
resources of strength and encouragement resident 
in the Fountainhead of all good-God Himself. 

The epistle, with its peculiarly local and 
national applications to the people to whom it 
was written, has, besides, an underlying and 
permanent message fitted for the establishment 
of the faith of the saints in our day, for its mes­
sage is concerning "THE THINGS WHICH CANNOT 

BE SHAKEN" (12. 27). Out of many such things 
a few may suggest thoughts to enliven our tmst 
and�quicken our confidence. 

I. A Living God.
The epistle is built upon the recognition of a 

Divine purpose revealing itself with increasing 
grandeur and minuteness through successive 
dispensations. Behind them all, informing, con­
trolling, directing until they reach ithcir goal 
and finality in His Son, is God Himself. 

His appellation, "The Living God. " is more 
frequent in this book than in �ny other book 
of the New Testament, and infuses the whole 
epistle with a sense of grave and majestic import­
ance as a medium of communicating a mt.-ssage 
from Heaven to earth. By Him the worlds
were framed, that is .. the immeasurable content
of immeasurable time;" for not only did the
word of His fiat call into being, in the successive 
acts of specific creation, the world and its fur­
niture, but also decreed for the ages then unborn. 

Through these passing ages He has been the 
Living God, over-ruling in His people's history 
for His own glory and purpose, and for their 
abiding good. He has remained unshaken in 
all generations, the dwelling-place of His S.lints. 

Russia's atheistic mockery is bul a revival 
of an oft-repeated attempt to rid the world of its 
faith in God. In Elijah's day U1c wicked Jezebel 
and her Baal priests slaugbtl.!r.:d tho faithful, 
and they failed. Belshazzar, in his drunken 
debauchery, challenged the God of He:wcn, 
an<l he failed. Nero and other lfoman emperors 
lnunchcd their persistent attacks o&ainst the 
Church-the Church or Lh� Living G_ocl-a.nd 
they faileJ. Voltaire and hi� contemporaries
in Franco taught tho godlc1>s rc\'olutionlc;ts to 
print "anti Dcum" on their hands, and they 
fa ilccL And so must they il II fail, for mau is
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but thl' creature of n moment, while the God 
in whom we trust is the FaU1er or Etrmity. 
He watches ovc.r His own wiU1 unceasing vigilance. 

Tl1l' :Most High who ruleth in the kingdom or 
men abides, while the great monnrchs and their 
monarchies pass in funereal procession down 
through scores of centuries, tho march of their 
fndt'd pomp telling tl1e story or the transience 
of earthly fame. Sargon o[ Agade, the Pharaohs 
of the pyramids and U1e temples, Hammurabi, 
Nebuchadnezzar, Xerxes, Ale."1::mder the Great, 
Julius Caesar, Charlemagne, Louis XIV, Napoleon, 
and multitudes more who have aspired to empiry 
of the earth, strut for a little while on the stage 
of time, then 

" ••• i11 the dmt are equal laid, 
With the poor crooked licytbc and spade," 

while God lives on and reigns. "Hallelujah I" 
II. An AbldloC Christ.

Central to all true conceptions of the Christian 
Faith is Christ Himself, the greatest Person and 
Problem of all time. T11e irresolvable difficulties 
o{'the impasses of modem theology are due to a 
deliberately wrong attitude to our Lord. Men 
have not i�ored Him, they have belittled Him, 
making Him, in most cases, the apotheosis of 
good; Uicy have derobed Hirn of His garments 
of absolute Deity and ranked Him amongst men, 
in a measure respecting His claims in a kind of· 
far-off compromising hero-worship. Philosophical 
rationalism, born, not in Germany, but in 
Hell, has bad almost two thousand years 
tojrid the world of the claims of Christ, but His 
influence is imperishable because His Person 
is Divine. 

This Epistle to the Hebrews is the grandest 
doctrinal statement and theological apologetic 
in existence. Jt honours Christ in all the fulness 
of His unique and unapproachable Godhood 
and manhood. A reverent study of its pages 
begets an irrepressible spirit of worship, as the 
heart is lifted up in unqualified acknowledgment 
of His claims, saying, "l\ly Lord and my God." 
In all things He has the pre-eminence. He 
abides in all the glory o[ His Deity, and the 
richness of His grace. His co-equality and 
co-eternity wiU1 the Father, that is, His supra­
temporal pre-existence, are positively stated 
in the opening· words, for He 1S "the brightness 
of God's glory and the express image of His 
person" (Heb. 1. 3). His presence at and activity 
in Creation are no Jess emphaticallr, asserted, 
for "by Him God made the worlds, • and this, 
too, is further affirmed in a quotation from an 
ancient Psalm, "T11ou, Lord, in U1e beginning 
hast Jajd the foundation of the earth, and the 
heavens are the works of Thine hands." (Heb. I. 2). 

He is, in tl1e meantime, upholding all U1ings 

by the Word of His po,vcr, Sunain<"r and Regu­
lator, tl1ough unseen and unrccogni,cd. Above 
all things and persons, through all time and 
Eternity, Chrl,t abides. 

I. As CREATOR GREATER TUAN CREATIO�.
The present earth and heavens are destined to 
pass away. The "eternal hills," the "solid 
earth," the "immeasurable stars" will perish, 
and they shall all wax old as a garlnent, but 
Christ remains. As Lord of them all He will 
fold them past as a worn-out vesture, and they 
will give place to new heavens and new earth, 
but "He 1s the same, His years cannot fail." 

2. IN THE GLORY OF His .Mrn--HOOD AND SACRI­

FICE. "Made a little lower than the angels," 
partaking of flesh and blood, laying

.
hold on the

seed of Abraham, He was made like unto His 
brethren, with a view to becoming a merciful 
and faithful High• Priest. Unequivocally His 
true manhood is repeatedly asserted in the thirteen 
chapters, the writer employing impressive varia­
tions of the same theme to urge 1ts importance 
upon the readers. He is "this Man Jesus," 
who in the days of His flesh offered up prayers 
and supplications, in all points tempted like 
ourselves (sin apart), made perfect through 
sufferings, tasting death for every man. 

He gathers to His Person and work all the pre· 
incarnation symbolism of worship and sacrifice, 
and as the great Anti-type brings to an end the 
dispensation of the ceremonial· ritual, offering 
HimseU without spot to God. And as the 
availing and available Sacrifice for sins, He abides; 
for after He had made one sacrifice for sins for 
ever, He sat down, completing the work, so Uiat 
now there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins. 
Here is the world's only Saviour, abiding through 
all time. 

3. IN THE PERFECTION OF HIS PRlESTLY
l\hNISTRY. Glorified and entered into Heaven 
in virtue of His own Blood, He appears in the 
presence of God for "His brethren, the many 
sons being brought to glory." He lives in the 
power of an indissoluble life, a priest with an 
unchangeable priesthood, saluted as such, "for 
ever after the order of l\lelchizedek (Psa. 110. 4), 
able to save to the end those who draw near to 
Him, seeing He ever liveth to make intercession 
for His people. 

His sympathy, grace, mercy, and power are 
ever available, since, crowned with glory and 
honour, He is able to succour them that are 
tempted. He never fails, for He is the 53me,

yesterday, to-day, and for ever, Uie Author and 
Perfecter of faith. His power is unlimited, 
because He has sat down nt the right hand of 
the Majesty in the heights, anointed with the 
oil of gladness above His fellows, Sin-purger and 
Throne-sitter, awaiting the moment when His 
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foes will become His footstool. As Forerunner, 
He bas cntc.red within the veil, leaving for us a 
hope, like an anchor sure and steadfast, a strong 
consolation settled on the immutable oath of an 
undumging God, an anchor whose cable stretches 
from Heaven to earth, pulling us upward and 
Homeward through the storms of life and the 
gates of death. Soon, when He that shall come 
will come, we shall enter into the blessedness 
of "the Kingdom which cannot be shaken," 
into the city "which hath foundations, whose 
Builder and )laker is God" (Heb. 11. 10). 

m. An Imperishable Word.

\Vritten words are but the perpetuation of 
.spoken words; and in this Epistle to the Hebre,vs 
there is repeated mention of speech from Heaven. 
God's voice shook the earth when He spake 
from "the mount that might not be touched, 
and that burned with fire, with the sound of 
trumpet and the voice of words" (chapter 12. 18), 
so august and fearful that those who heard 
entreated that He should not speak again

1 
"The 

word spoken by angels was steadfast" (chapter 
2. 2), ministering as they did as media com­
municating the Law on the holy mount. God,
willing to unfold His purposes to His earthly
people," spoke in many portions and in many
ways unto the fathers in the prophets" (chapter
1. 1), so that in the writer's mind there was no
doubt as to the authenticity of the source whence
the written words of his Bible came. Again
and again he reminded his readers that they are
the words of the Holy Ghost.

Thus, althou'1h it came through a variety of 
channels, growing in volume and meaning as 
its truths became successively unveiled, coming 
in direct prophecy or in typical ceremonial and 
ordinance, it was to him the \Vord of God. 

The Bible, then, whether as the Old Testament 
or the New Testament, is the record of a con­
tinuous revelation !Crom God, and being, as it 
positively claims to be, supernaturally inspired, 
it has on that very account beeri subjected to 
unceasing hostility. Its statements have been 
sifted with unscrupulous animosity, and its 
tiniest seeming contradiction or inconsistency 
heralded with a fanfare of trumpets. The 
microscopes of unbelic.f have been h1med upon 
its pages searching for error. Generation bas suc­
ceeded generation in its Satanic unbelief, and 
as wicked men increase in ungodliness, the assault 
has grown in intensity, more persistent and 
variedly insidious. And yet the Word abidesl

Rationalistic critics have made their individual 
and concerted ottaclcs on the veracity of the Bible, 
but as often have they retired in disgrace. The 
sidepaths of o.dvcrso scholarship are strewn with 
the wreckage of disused devices o( destruction, 

pointing its unheeded moral to unwise opponent!>. 
The edge of the axe of faithless :Modernism, 
whetted on the stone of infidelity, has blunted 
itseH in vain on the Impregnable Rock of Scrip­
ture. The Rock e11d11res.

Beside the citadel of our faith lie the shattered 
and broken remains of the battering rams of the 
godless science of the present generation, fond 
theories spun in the darkness of the unregenerate 
heart wasted in the light of Truth. 

Yet, ignoring the pitiless lessons of the past, 
the fires o{ hatred have not burned themselves 
out, nay. rather has every defeat but added fuel 
to their fury. But, in spite of all, notwith­
standing the ingenuity of its enemies to destroy 
its hold upon the mor�l conscience of the world, 
the Book remains unscathed, an indubitable 
monument to the truth of the opening words of 
the epistle, ''God hath spoken." 

And what is this \Vord? It is "the oracles 
of God," His medium of communicating "the 
principles of the doctrine of Christ," containing 
milk for the babe and strong meat for those 
whose senses are, e.xercised to discern both good 
and evil" (Heb. 5. 14). It is "the Word of right­
eousness, " and consequently it is good. Living 
and powerful, it is sharper than a two-edged 
sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder 
of soul and spirit (Heb. 4. 12), and because it 
is the \Vord of God it never fails to be critic of 
"the thoughts and intents of man's hea.rt. " 

As we face the future with its increasing menaces 
from the Devil and his accessories, let us do so 
with an unwavering conviction that the Book, 
upon the authenticity of which our Christian 
faith rests, needs no apology; and let us not fear 
lest the concentrated efforts of our foes should 
wrest from us our confidence, knowing that in 
good time, as heretofore on mDlly Dll occasion, 
advancement in true scientific discovery and in 
archaeological research in the lands of Bible 
history will corroborate our trust, vindicate the 
unerring accuracy of the Scriptures, and inflict 
further confusion in the ranks of our critics. 

Our own duty towards the Book is to read it 
with becoming care, to respect its commands, 
and, learning its precepts, regulate our lh1cs 
thereby, so translating its moral worth into 
conspicuous practice, that men may rt.-c<>snise 
in us the. letters of Quist, the living complement 
of His own written \Vord. 

With such immutabilities for our faith to rest

on-a Living God, an abiding Christ, o.nd nn 
imperishable Word-we may face our direst 
and most subtle foes, contending e.'\mesUy for 
the Faith, assured that victory remains with 
truth, that light will be sown for the righteous, 
and U1at our confidence bath �...-cat rL'<:Ompcnse 
of reward. 
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fall down before Him." His "dominion is from 
sea to sea, " nnd from the river (Euphrates) 
unto the ends of the earth {sec Psa. 2. 72; 96, 
97, etc.).

The sigh, the tear, the groan in the most dis­
tant parts of the earth will reach the heart of the 
Priest-Kin�. The fatherless, the poor, the needy, 
sh!lll find immediate help in the reigning King. 
Righteousness, peace, compassion, authority 
and help characterise the Throne. The world 
has never known nor witnessed such a combination 
of virtues in a royal Personage. Grand times 
are yet in store for the earth and the wearied sons 
of men. Glories of the Rei�n.

It will be a reign of life and glory. The 
Personal glories of the King, His triumphs and 
Vi_ctories, His ivory palaces, music, gladness, 
HIS garments, the Queen, and other subjects of 
a royal _ chara�ter make up a fascinating story of 
what will be m the palmy days of the Kingdom 
as descn"bed in Psalm 45. 

Eastern monarchs ever love grandeur and 
display, and of this Solomon is a conspicuous 
example. For magnificence the tbrooe and 
court of Solomon exceeded all before or since in 
royal . splendour. "Kin� S?lomon passed all
the kmgs of the earth m riches and wisdom" 
(2 Chron. 9. 22; 2 Chron. I. 12). I Kings 10 is 
the most marvellous record in existence of riches. 
Jerusalem, its temple, palaces, and courts must 
have formed a sight of beauty, only to be sur­
passed when the King of kings sits upon His 
Thron.e in royal splendou�. The glory of Solomon
sunk lD dark clouds of sm. The glory of Christ 
shall never be dimmed. His sun will never go 
down. The Heavenly Seat of the Kingdom will 
be a _marv_ello� display both to man and angels.
I� will slune m the glory of God, resplendent in 
light and beauty, and thus attract kings and 
peoples from all parts of the earth {see Isa. 4. 
5, 6; Rev. 21. 24, 26). 

The Visibility or the RelCn. 
"Behold, He cometh with clouds; and every 

eye shall see Him" (Rev. I. 7), not necessarily 

at the same moment. "All the tribes of the 
earth .. . shall see the Son of Man coming ON 

the clouds of Heaven, with power and great 
glory" (Matt. 24. 30). It will be a marvellous 
processi�n out of Heaven I Christ glorified, with 
m:l!'y diadems on His blessed head, in kingly 
maJesty and conquering power. The armies 
in Heaven follow t!teir renowned Leader; angels, 
too, swell the tnumph of their Lord. His 
Advent glory will be witnessed by all.

She reigns with 
H1m, but her special place is in His heart's 
deep love.

·satan then on earth, having been cast down
from Heaven (Rev. 12) wreaks his utmost ven­
geance in Palestine and Christendom. But his 
doom is sure. He is grasped by the band of 
Omnipotence, and consigned to a thousand 
ye�• preliminary puoishm�t in the abyss.

I do not at all doubt 
their sincerity, but I fear that they have not 
judgt-d themselves, and iliat they do not know 
the tTUe state of ruin surrounding them; so iliat 
they cannot have an adequate confidence in the 
living God alone, as the God of al) resources, 
in the midst of a scene where man has failed 
everywhere and in everything. We ought 

Never to be Afrnld of the Whole Truth. 
To confess openly U1at which we are in the 

presence of U1at wl11ch God is, is always the way 
to peace and blessing. If when only two or Uiree 
arc together before God, if it be tl1us with them, 
there will be no disappointments nor deluded 
hopes. If the wells dug in Abraham's days 
have been filled and stopped up by earth, we 
have to do with a God who can bring water out 
of U1e stricken rock, and make it flow in the dry 
desert, to refresh His thirsty, weary people. 
I do not envy tl1e labour of those who dig channels 
in the sand for water-courses which, after all, 
may take another direction. 

God's ways of acting, in all times of blessing, 
consist in reproducing the glories and work of 
the Lord Jesus. The darker becomes the long 
night of apostasy, the more distinctly the Light 
of Life makes itscli seen. Tho word for the 
remnant is, "Sanctify the Lord God in your 
hearts" (1 Peter 3. 15). 

He Is the Only Centre of Gathcrln�. 
Men may make confederations amongst tl1cm­

sclves, having many U1ings for tl1cir object or 
aim, but the communion of saints ca.nnol be 
known, unJess each line converges towards this 
living Centre. The Holy Ghost does not gather 
saints around mere views, however true they 
may be, upon that which the CJn1rcb is, upon 
that whkh it has been, or Ulat which it may be, 

on ilie earth; but He always gathers Ulcm around 
that blessed Person, who 1s "the same yesterday, 
to-day, and for ever." "\Vhcre two or three 
are gathered together in l\ly Name, there am I
in the midst of them" (Matt. 18. 20). One may 
be certain that Satan and the flesh will seek to 
resist U1is work and Ulis path of the Lord, or 
seek to overcome them. 

We need to be 
,vatchful Against Boasting, 

as people do in these days; need to be still in 
the presence of God. There is much independence 
and self-will almost everywhere. "\Ve shall 
do great things," is the most inappropriate cry 
we can bear just at this time, when the light 
has shown how little we have done. God would 
have us know His truth. as that which delivers 
us. "You shall know the truth, and the truth 
shall make you free" Uohn 8. 32). This liberty 
is not that of the flesh, because it penetrates our 
hearts with all the reality of a separation well 
known to God, who is holy. We enter, un­
hinderedly, into this position, with hearts broken 
and humiliated. If any 011e ·speaks of sejxzratiou 
from evil, untlumt bci11g J111111iliated, let him take 
care lest his positiou becomes simply 011ly tl,al 
wliicl, al all times l,as cc,1$tit11ted sects 011d produced 
doctn'nal heruy. 

As to our service, we have seen our precious 
Lord and Mas(er, in profound self-abasement, 
wash U1c feet of His dtsciples, making HimsclI 
an example-for whom? For us, surely. Now 
I know at U1e present time of no service which 
is worthy of 1-hm, or agreeable to Him, if it is 
not dc,1e i,, l,11milialic,1. This is not the time to 
speak of a place for ourselves. If tl1e Church 
of God, so dear to Christ, is dishonoured in this 
world; if it is scattered, ignorant, afflicted, 
he who has the mind of Christ will alwa�•s take 
the lowest place. True service of love will seek 
to give accordin� to U1e need, and b<.-cause of 
their need, he will never think of slighting the 
objects of U1e Master's love because of their 
oeccssit);'.. Men taught of God, for His service, 
go forU1 Crom a pince of strength, where they 
have learnt their own weakness and their own 
nothinEr1css. Tirey fi11d that th, Lord j,s11s is 
everytlm1g i11 tlre presmce of God, and the Lo,d 
jts11$ is M1e�ihi,,g for them in all lhi,,gs a11d 
everywl"re. Such men, In the hands of the Holy 
Spirit, a.re rral helps for the children of God, 
and they will not contend for a place, or 11 dis-
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tinrl ion, or for authority, omoni;st the scattered 
tlock. Thr communion or n man with God nbout 
t.hc Churcl1 will show itsPIJ in n willingness to 
be nothing in himsrU, and such a one will rejoice 
in bis hl'nrt to spend nnd to be spent. 

In our Personnl RecollectJons 
wt> hn\'c lt-ssons lo learn w1U1 fear and trembling. 
l\lav U1c thought of power never occupy our 
hearts too much. "Power bclongcth. unto God" 
(Psa. 62. II). Nearly twenty years ngo, there 
was a time of great e..xcitement; everywh<.'re 
people sought power. and would have crossed 
Ute seas to find it. l\lany thought of tltc Churcl1, 
but it wn.s rather the Church in power. Feeling 
tltat power was lost, tltey said, How arc we 
to regain it? Thenceforth they again occupied 
U1emselvcs wiUi rnrlhly things, as if they couJd 
work deliverance on tins earth. Many remember 
how, at that time, Satan was able to bring ma,i
forward; the result has been the same everywhere. 

Whatever was tl1c fonn that such efforts 
adopted. iliey were followed by deceptions, 
and invariably it was agreed to renounce them 
(for all faiJed of their end), and nothing but 
sects was the result. ll1ere were deadly marks 
of hostility against tJ1e Lord Jesus; or else, 
if His Name was left wiiliout spot, the path was 
prepared for another te1Tible rcsu It, namely, 
to annul tJ1c pr�nce of the Holy Spirit, who 
alone can glorify Quist. 

The Great Shepherd will not forget the work 
done in His Name, with a willing heart, for His 
beloved sheep, !-0 poor and needy.

Some Formal System of Ministry, 
authority, or government. God cannot permit 
us to cnlarsc the ground upon wbic.h in Utesc days 
He is p leased to find and to bless His saints. 

TI1ere is great instructfon in the conduct of 
Zerubbabcl, recounted in the book of Ezra. The 
son and heir of David takes bis place with the 
remnant returned from the captivity; he is 
content to labour at Jerusalem, without throne 
or crown, Building Lhe altar of the Lord and 
the houSot1 of God, be served God and his generation 
In nU 1implicity. Heir of the place which 
Solomon had occupied in days of prosperity nnd 
glory, he: spoke not of his birth, nor of his rights, 
however, he is faithful in all the path o( separa­
tion, of sorrow, and of conflicts he is obliged 
to p:u.i. through.

Our Testimony Upon the Earth, 
it will soon be evident that all is but wcaknl·ss, 
and, like the seed lost upon the wayside, the 
testimony w:ill likewise end to our shame. But 
if tJ1e living God has by us a testimony to His 
own glory upon tJ1e earth, then the !-Cnse of 
weakness wi II only bring us morr directly into 
the place of His power. An apostle with a 
thorn in his flesh learnt the sufJ'icicncy of the 
grace of Christ. A little remnant is reunited 
and gathered, having nothing wherd111 it can 
glory in the flesh; but it is thus that it is ready 
to remain faithful to tJ1e Name of the Lord, when 
that which seemed to be something before men 
has failed. 

Neither the anger, nor lhe prude.nee, nor the 
pretensions of man can do anything, in lhe state 
of confusion in which the Church is now. I 
freely own th.at I have no hope in the efiorts which 
many make to assure tJ1emselvcs an t•cclesiastical 
position. \Vhen the house is mined in its 
foundations by an earthquake, it matters little 
how one tries to make it an agreeable dwclling­
place. We shall do better to remain where the 
first discovery of the _ruin of things by man's 
deed has placed us-watb our faces in the dust. 
Such is the place which belongs to us by right, 
and, after all, it is the place of blessing. In 
Revelation it is in falling at the feet of Christ 
that John learns the actual state of the churches. 
Afterwards he was taken to Heaven, tl1at from 
thence be might see the judgments comin� sub­
·sequcntly upon the earth; but the evil m the
Church cannot be well known, unlrss one is
bumbled at the feet of the Lord Jesus.

I have read of a time when 
Se\leral Were Gathered iTo�etber 

in such sorrow of heart, that for a Ions time 
they could not utter a single word; but tJ10 floor 
of the meeting room w·.is wet with their tears. 
If the Lord would grant us such meetings again, 
it would be our wisdom to frequent these houses 
of tc.us. "They that sow in tears shall reap 
in joy'' (Psa. 126. 5). It is not only for the 
earthly remnant tJ1at this is true; it is also written 
for us. I would willingly take a long journey 
to join lhc.-se afilicted ones; but l would not go 
a step witJ1 the object of rc.-ceiving from U,r hands 
of most excellent men power to ovcnum all 
to-day, and reconstruct to-morrow. 

All we cnn do is to walk watchfolly but quietly, 
thinking of the interests of the Lord J��us, and 
having nothing for ourselves, 
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NothlnC to Goin, ond Nothini,i to Lose. 
Tt1e path or peace, the plaoc or testimony, is in 
sec.king to please God. We need to watch over 
ourselves, lest, after having been preserved from 
the corruption of the age by the vefy'precious 
truths revealed to us in our weakness, we should 
be taken in the net of presumption, or thrown 
into insubordination.. These are things which 
GorJ can never recognise or tolerate, since we are 
called to "keep the unity of the Spirit in the 
bond of peace." 

The Word of God remains the same to-day as 
always. NoU1ing which has happened has 
changed His Purpose, which is to glorify the 
Lord Jesus. If we arc humble before Him, all 
that which is for the glory of Quist will be of 
the greatest importance to us.

"fOR HIS NAME'S SAKE!" How familiar 
are these words. We first learned to 

lisp them at our mother's knees. But take care 
that familiarity does not breed contempt. It 
is possible to repeat a phrase so often that it at 
last becomes meaningless to us. "Name" and 
"reputation" mean one and the same thing. 
We frequently speak of one making a great name 
for themselves, when we mean that they are 
making a great reputation. Therefore for "name" 
say "reputation," and ·t.he old, well-worn sen­
tence will shine with fresh lustre. "For Thy
rep11tation's sake I" 

Sometimes people boastfully declare that they 
care not a jot for what opinions others mar form 
of them. But surely they must have mJS-read 
their own hearts when they speak thus, for 
it is only natural, yea, more, it is even 

Praiseworthy to Desire a "Good Name." 
As a matter of fact, there are few influences 

more wholesome on society than this. And 
Scripture certainly encourages such a desire. 
for it is written: "A good name is rather to be 
chosen than great riches" (Prov. 22. 1 ). "A 
good name is better than precious ointment" 
(Eccles. 7. 1). Loss of a good name is sad and 
grievous indeed. 

It was no exaggeration when one in great 
mental pain exclaimed: ''Oh, I have lost my 
reputation I I have lost the immortal part of 
myscll, and what remains is bestial." 

[n our childhood days we used to say: "Sticks 
and stones may break my bones, but hard words 
cannot hann me." As we have grown older we 
have learned that words can inflict suffering and 
loss immeasurable. Through unkind and un­
truthful words we may Jose our fair name. And 
what saith the wise man? "A soft tongue 
breakcth U1e bone" (Prov. 25. 15). 

Moreover, we have example as well as pn..'Cept 
in caring for our reputations, for, however 
startling the statement may St.'Cm to be, it is 
nevertheless true that the Lord Himself values 
and desires a good reputation. 

God Js not an Imp11Ssloonte Being, 
without feelings. .. But I had pity for .lli,1# 
Holy Name, which the house of Israel lu1d pro­
·eaned among the Heathen" (Ezek. 36. 21).
God's great controversy with Israel was tx.-cause
they had profaned His Holy Name by their
unholy walk.

How careful would Christians be about their 
daily conduct if they only realis<.'Cl, as they ought, 
that our Lord's �ood reputation depends very 
largely upon the kmd of h,·cs they live I 
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God so valuc-1- His Namr., nnd L, so dependent 
upun us for " i;ood reputation lhnt, nccordin� 
to �lalachi. "a book of remembrance" is writtl'n 
bdnrc Him, not only for tlicm that feared the 
l.ord, but for Uiosc, too, "t/1111 l/u)llg/,t 11po11 f/is
Na,,,e" (i\lnl, 3. 16).

It wns thr knowledge of this fact Uiat ,;ave 
?,IQ!:,cs sud1 boldness and success In prnver (sec 
Exodus 32. 7-14). And ,shall WC ever forget 
tlie plra of Joshua after the defeat of Israel by 
the men of Ai, wlwn he dared to say to the Lord, 
"\\'hat wilt TI1ou do 111110 Tliy great Name?" 
Ooshun 7. 9). He dreaded thnt 

G�d Should Lose His ReputatJon 
if He should pennit lsrael to be vanquished by 
tho Canaanitish hordes. And cannot we ndd tlie 
same plea to our prayrrs? What power wc sl1all 
most ccrtninly cxprricncc if we can at all add 
at tJ1e conclusion of our intercessions, "For 
Thy reputation's sake." 

TI1en again, God's desire for a good name 
is Uie key to many of His wonderful deal­
inS5 witll the sons of men. Have we not 
often marvelled at the Lord's forbearance 
towards Israel? \Vould you care to know the 
reason why? It is giwn four times in Ezekiel 
20. Especially notable are verses 5 to 9, for
this is the only passage in Uie Bible which speaks
of lsrael's sin of idolatry in Egypt. their dis­
obedience whilst there to llie Divine command
lo a b.indon tllcir idols, and God's thought to
destroy Uicm. "But I wrought for l\{y Name's
sake, that it should not be polluted before Uie
heathen." God did for His own sake what He
could not possibly do for their sakes. ls not
this iust gra.nd I

This is given ns one reason for U1c Lord's 
matchless grace towards G<'ntill's: "Simeon hatl1 
declared how God did visit the Gl'ntiles to take 
out or them n proplefor His Name" (Acts 15. 14). 
TI1is is also the reason for His grace to Israel, 
and the key to His future dealings witll them. 
Frequently Isaiah, in referring to llie future 
rl'Storotion or lsrarl In their own land, adds, 
''and it shall be to tbe Lord for a Name" (see, 
for instance, Isaiah 55. 13). 

This is a huge subject, for the U[blc i1 simply 
full of it. But please note thnt 

The Lord Desires o Good Reputation, 
not for His own sake only, but for others. On 
this point how suggestive is Eph«:!ians 2. 7: 
"Tiiat in the ages to come Ho might show the 
c.xcccding riches of His grace in Hi5 kindne.c-s
towards us through Jesus Christ."

Oh, what a reputation for grace and mercy 
He has already secured in pardoning, cleansin,::, 
and sanctifyin� us I What object lessons we 
shnU be to millions in the ages to come I 

Let us place on record a few out or the many 
Inestimable Blessln�s He Bestows 

freely for His reputation's sake. 
I. "He SAVED them for His Name's sake"

(Psa. 106. 8). This i,; more than pardon and 
forgetfulness of sin: it means the breaking, of 
the power of the enemy; it means full salvation� 
it means freedom not only from sin's guilt, but 
also from sin's power. Wliat a glorious. 
salvation I 

2. He has promised never to forsake His own,
and how comforting that fact is. But why do 
}'OU think He will not forsake His people? Here 
1t is: "The. Lord will not forsake His people for
His great Name's sake" (I Sam. 12. 22). Hf" 
would lose_ His reputation for faithfulness if 
He did; but He never will. 

3. What a \>recious truth is Divine guidance,
and what a JOY it is lo be guided by Him 
day by day. "He Jeadcth me in Uie paths 
of righteousness for His Name's sake" (Psa. 
23. 3). You sec He has a reputation to
be _preserved, and He will guide us daily for

TUE U.OSING MESSAGE OF THE BOOI< FOR 

CLOSING DAYS.

I
N tl1c tl1ird verse of the Book of Revelation

n special blessing is  promised to him "that 
rcadeth ... the words of this prophecy." And 
many indeed there arc who arc read'ing them in 
these last days. But this book is not to be only 
a revelation of the great prophetic events of the 
future. These indeed form its main them�.
But its main purpose surely is the effect it will 
produce upon the minds and Jives of the readers. 
Here, as ever, there is purposed a furl.her revela­
tion. It is of the hearts and ways of those who 
read. And the special promise of verse 3 goes 
on to include and demand that they who read 
should also "bear" and "keep those things which 
are written therein, " if they would inherit this 
special blessing. 

The aged apostle, John, so fond of the words, 
"behold, " and "see, " and "look, " and who 
was himself called the "Seer," had, a few years 
before this, in 2 John 8, urged his readers, 

"Look to Yourselves, 
that . .. ye receive a full reward." They were 
not :to look to John for inspiration,, but look to 
themselves for estimation and scrutiny of their 
own lives. And the most practical reason was 
that they all "receive a full reward." Which 
rule might well be our motto whenever reading 
the \Vord of God. 

And with the same purpose in "Revelation," 
the Holy Spirit, through the apostle, again and 
again turns aside from the unveiling of great 
future events to unveil and search the hearts of 
the readers. Seven times over in the first three 
chapters John the Seer cries, "Behold," as he 
seeks. to make visible to the Church the future 
and the present of the great plans of God. 

There are three special and important "Beholds" 
which rise in this great prophecy as warning 
beacons to the believer: three admonitions which 
wonderfully summarise our dangers and needs 
and possibilities in Christ. 

I. "Behold-HOLD FAST."
The first is in Revelation 3. 1 I: "BEHOLD, I 

COME QUICKLY; IIOLD FAST THAT wmcu TUOU
JIAST, THAT NO MAN TAKE TUY CROWN." 

"I COME QUlCKLY." This opening sentence 
is designed to import and maintain in our lives 
.the note of urgency. The time is short; great 
rvcnts are impending, great opportunities are 
pac;.;ing, and "Seeing . .. these things shall be 
dissolvetl, what manner of persons ought {we) 
to be?" {2 Peter 3. 11). For to-day, "yet a 
Jittle sleep ... a little folding of the hands to 

s lccp ; so sha.ll thy poverty come " (Pro.v. 6. IO) 
is still our greatest danger. 

''Hold fnst TllAT TIIOU JIAST." What l.'i this 
we are in danger of losing and are c.xhorted to 
"hold fast?" "Thal tlao11 '""'·" Al once there 
flash into our minds our Lord's own words, 
"Whosoever hath to him shall be given, and 
whosoever hath not from him shall be taken even 
that u,l,ic/1 J,4 hall,." This tremendous warning 
was spoken by our Lord 

On Four Separate Occasions, 
in relation to hearing the truth (Matt. 13. 12); 
to talents (Matt. 25); to light, as of a candle (Mark 
4. 25 and Luke 8. 18); and in relation to the
pounds (Luke 19. 26).

It contains one of the greatest spiritual law3. 
that of human opportunity and responsibility 
towards God. To every one, there are entrusted 
talents of the mo3t valuable and varied kind3 
which we shall either use and increase or neglect 
or lose. These are possessed in varying measure 
by every believer-all have some definite ministry 
to render to God and the Church, without which 
we and they shall be the poorer. All can be 
used and thereby increased to our present joy in 
service and our eternal profit, or only too easily 
they can be neglected, unused, and so lo3t. And 
I am sure the Spirit still comes and cries mo3t 
urgently to each one of us, men and women alike, 
"O, Timothy, keep . that which is committed 
to thy trust" {l Tim. 6. 20). 

"THAT NO MAN TAKE THY CROWN." In 
Revelation 3. 8, we are given an open door which 
no man can shut. Here the Lord speaks of a 
crown that man ca11 take; the two are evidently 
not the same. Yet, "What is our crown? are 
not even ye ... at His Coming?'' seems to define 
what that crown is-and any one who has ever 
been privileged of God to beget or to feed spiritual 
children can well understand Paul's m:?Ssage and 
joy: "My brethren, dearly beloved and longed 
for, my joy and crown, so stand fast" (Phil. 
4. I). For there is nothing so satisfying, so
precious, so profitable, as to "stir up the gift of
God that is in us by ministering to the saints and 
their needs" (2 Tim. I. 6). "llake full proof 
of thy ministry" {2 Tim. 4. 5). 

II. "Behold-WATCH AND KEEP."
"BEHOLD, I COME AS A THLEF." "BLESSED

IS HE THAT WATCEIETH AND KEEPETH UIS GAR·

MENTS" (Rev. 16. 15). What a strange admoni­
tion in this scene of the emergence of the three 
unclean spirits. "He that keepeth his garments." 
Most people, indeed, do sp.::nd much m�ney and 
thought nod time on their clothes I And it is to 
such that tho Lord deliberately said: 'Tako no 
thought what ye shall put on." And ret in 
Scripture there is a clothes-wearing to which we

An lt,,lian, Prince11, GIOVANlfA of Savoy, a member 

of the Roman Cntholic Church, being mar:ried to l{lng 
BoRl5 of Bulgaria, n member of the Orthodox Church, 
required two services, one in a Roman Catholic Church 
in Rome, the other In an Orthodox Church in Sofia. 
The pair even assigned in writing thei.r future p01h:rlty 
to the keeping of the Roma.a Church.

Adverse Criticism of Missionary Work. 
To IA, Editor of "THE W1TN1tSS." 

It can be no secret to many of your readers that 
our missionary work bas recently become U1e subject of 
adverse criticism, and that work and workers arc 
suffering in consequence. Now, no normal man 
should object to criticism, H it be fair and Informed 
correctly. The missionary, above most men, should 
be so transparent that righteous criticism can be accepted 
and acted upon. 

To most of "his worldly-wise coun� folk in foreign 
lands the old-fashioned Gospel preacbtng, proselytising 
missionary (which our brethren a.re. thank God) ls a fool 
at least. His :i:cal for the salvation of the lost is con­
sidered impertinence. What docs be mean by trying to 
make a man change bis ancient and honourable religion 
for another that is unsuitable to bis character and en­
vironment? They profoss to believe that all converts 
are ri.ce Christians. They live in such a watertight com­
partment that they have never met a man who has risked 
bis life to conlcs.s bis Savi.our. 

The Modernist missionary who interprets ilie dark 
mysteries of heathenism in terms of Christian thought is, 
of coun.e, in a dlfierent class. Criticisms from the world 
is accepted as a part of the price which must be paid. 
Constructive criticism based on facts, from fello,v­
bcliever.;, is to be prized. 

All this is merely introductive to my business, which 
is to lodge a strong protest against 

The Present Outbreak of Armchair CrltJclsm, 
much of which is the result of talc-telling, misrepresenta­
tion, and hall truths. Since for nearly twenty years it 
has been my privilege to be closely associated with our 
missionaries, a responsibility seems to be laid upon me 
to speak Crom working experience of things as they 
are. My object is not to give the impression that every 
thing about our missionary work ts perfect. There 
arc many faults and much failure abroad as at home. 
But this is to be said, our brethren and sisters are ''the 
messengers of the Churches and the glory or Christ, " 
and as such must be trusted while they remain true to 
their trust. 

One of the most �istent critics (a brother beloved), 
baa broadcast certain literature which bas a considerable 
vogue, in spite of the fact that it includes �vc cbnrges, 
ba.sed upon helll'Bay, one at least of which is untrue. 
The burden of the corupL-iint l1 that we have departed 
irom apostolic ways. This most serious indictment 
.again.st fcllow-scrvanta Is 

Ilascd Upon False Premises, 
-which ought to be exposed once for all. This is not 
,easy, a., very high and holy gi-ound Is taken. ln brief, 
we are told we must use no method e11:ccpt thc»e which 
-were used In the times when U1c New Testament ,vna
-written. The complete answer la In threo parlll as follows:

I. It i.s going beyond Scripture, for there Is nolblng In
-the New Te1t:amcnt upon which such 11 position can be
,c,atab118hed.

2. The critics themselves do 11ol liv1 up to I/ti, ,ta"dar,d,
H standard it be, therefore they are to be doubted for 
teaching one thing and practising another. 

3. It is based upon a misundcntanding of U1e Scrip­
ture due to the same kind of spirit which resulted In the 
trouble caused by Judaisen in the Calatian Church. 
The New Testament, beyond all controversy. does not 
provide us with a pallern for every detail of service, but 
it does provide Divine pr,inciples which cover every con• 
tingency. Hence we have solid foundaUon for such 
"good works for necessary uses," as orphanages. Sunday 
and day schools, hostels, hospitals, leper asylums, 
printing presses, and other honest means or evangeli:i:a­
tion which have been used of God to the salvation of 
thousands. (N,B.-Thc word "pattern" is used in its 
strictest sense.) 

Knowing all this, it is impossible to understand how • 
men of God dare to sit in judgment upon, and 

Speak Dlspar:iClnCly of their Fellows, 
those who have ha:i:ardcd their lives for the sake of the 
Gospel and have given thoir necks to the work in a manner 
nothing short of apostolic. Let it be said once for all, 
and without fear of contradiction, that no methods a.re 
practised here except such as arc similar to those used by 
you at home. If you could come aQd see for your'$elves, 
you would magnify the grace of Cod in your fcllow­
workers. Here among the people they are the very 
messengers of Christ. and thos11 who slander 1/111" sla"der 
thejr Lord. 

It is probable that some criticism is fostered by a 
natural weariness and disappointment. T11e work 1s a 
century old, nnd yields r\lw thrilling records. It is a. 
dogged stru�glc again.st the threefold enemy, nothing 
if not primitive and close to early conditions. HF.encus 
and Philctus aod Alexander and the rest, are with us to 
tho lile. \Ve have our Ephesus and our L.-iodkea, and with 
you nrc tempted to despise the day of small things. In 
connection with U1e Indigenous Church movement, we 
arc told that stationary mlsslonari� are a hindrance. 
Somo may be, but it is a cruel thing to suggest that our 
brethren who arc :i:ealous among the people and gentle 
among their convert.s, "even as a nursing mother cherish• 
ing h.er own children, " are 

Domlneerln&1 Step-P�rcnts, 
considerln$ only U1elr own interests. It is known that 
those bcb1.nd tho movement consider our miMionarlcs 
an -:xamplc to others in this matter, Tboso who have 
fondly Imagined it to be a short cut to the world-w-ldc 
establishment or healthy church� nro doomed to dl.1-
llluslon. 

The fact that many critics arc lending mc:n or God 
would tend to convince us th11t U1e)' must be right. 
But the sowers ol disconl nmongst brcthtl'n hnv-c in­
variably been such. Jealousy for our Lord's glory lead, 
them to net with banlmoas u,nd on absence of humllltv. 
They refuse to believe that there an be anothrr elde to
be faced, and tJU\t lhero i� at ll'Ml n faint r2�,ihUlly of
