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redeem Israel from Egypt involved (though it 
was not therein actually revealed) the future 
Incarnation and sacrifice of Christ as the Goel 
of His people. The redemption from E�t was 
by the blood of sacrifice and this was anticipative 
of the redemptive work of the Cross. Christ has 
"obtained eternal redemption" (Heb. 9. 12), 
bringing us deliverance from the guilt and power 
of sin. There the word is z,,t,osis, a loosening 
or deliverance, corresponding to the verbal form 
luo, in the doxology, "Unto Him that loveth us 
and loosed us from our sins by His Blood " (Rev. 
I. 5, R .v .) . This redemption, in its present
power, is anticipative of that which yet is �o be
accomplished when the very body of the believer
will be redeemed "from bondage to corruption"
(Rom. 8. 23); for Christ has "from God been
made unto us .. . redemption " (1 Cor. I. 10,
cp. Eph. 1. 14 and 4. 30).

III. The Lawgiver.
On the third occasion, recorded in Exod. 20, 

the Lord reveals Himself by this title by way of 
introduction to the giving of the Law: "I am 
Jehovah Thy God which brought thee out of the 
land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage." 
Then follow the Ten Commandments, the decrees 
for the fulfilment of His will. So Christ, now 
God and man, takes His place as the Lawgiver, 
at the beginning of His public ministry, in what 
is called "The Sermon on the Mount," spoken 
in language th�t breathes �is own Diyine auth­
ority, demanding the obedience of Hts hearers. 
Then again, in private, amidst the company of 
His faithful followers He declares that in calling 
Him Master and Lord they say well, for so He is. 
There, in the upper room, He unfolds His y.riU to 
them, the will of the Father and of Hl.Illself. 
Here His commandments are breathed in the 
atmosphere of His love. As claiming a response 
of love from them. He says: "If ye love Me 
ye will keep My commandments . . . He that 
hath My commandments and keepeth them, he 
it is that Joveth Me ... If a man love Me be will 
keep My Word, and the Word which ye hear is 
not mine but the Father's which sent Me ... 
If ye keep My commandments ye shall abide in 
My love . . . This is My commandment that ye 
love one another, even as I have loved you . . . 
Ye are My friends if ye do the things which I 
command you." All this is a wonderful analogy 
to the revelation given by God to and through 
Moses in Exodus: firstly, His own Divine nature; 
secondly, His power to redeem; thirdly, His 
authority as Lawgiver, demanding obedience. 

Let us steadfastly abide in the recognition oi 
tl1ese three great facts, that truly our fellowship 
may be with "the Father, and with His Son 
Jesus Chrisl."

THE ENJOYMENT OF PERFECT PEACE 

"Shalom."-Peace. 
By A. 0. ROSE, lndl11. 

THE Christirut visitor to Palestine, ignorant
of the Hebrew tongue, soon learns at least 

one word, so often is it softly spoken by Jewish 
voices in the streets. It sounds like a benediction 
as friend greets friend saying "Shalom," which 
means "peace." Our Indian "Salaam" is near 
of kin to it. 

"Shalom"-"Salaam." 
From immemorial ages this earth bas been at 

war. The fossils tell a story of deadly conflict 
with overwhelming forces when time was young. 
The peace of Eden was early disturbed by the 

Devil's challenge and victory. The long corridors 
of history echo and re-echo with the horrid noise 
of strife. These words are being written while 
East and West are disturbed by the sound of 
battle in the air and on land and sea. 

Chinese and Spanish Christians are exposed 
to the imminent perils of mutilation and death. 
Even where there is no warlike array, the battle 
is joined between man and master at the council 
table; between company and company in the 
courts; between nation and nation in the customs 
houses. The keenest brains, the busiest work­
shops and the greatest ,vealth are all preparing to 
"Cry havoc, and 

Let Slip the Do�s of War I" 
Yet in the midst of it all there are hearts filled 

with perfect peace, that heavenly peace which 
has flourished in caves and prisons, and under the 
shadow of death. "Great peace II has been the 
experience of those whose trust has been in the 
God of peace as they have seen His Word coming 
to pass. "Peace I leave with you. My peace I 
give unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, 
neither let it be afraid" (John 14. 27). These are 
peace creating words from that faithful Creator 
Who made peace for us by the Blood of His Cross. 
When He rose from the dead His gracious saluta­
tion was, "Peace be unto you." When His 
messengers started their still unfinished task, 
it was to preach peace by Jesus Christ, since He 
had broken down the middle wall of partition and 
slain the enmity of an outraged law. The victory 
has been won, Divine honour is satisfied, Satan 
had received bis death wound, the covenant of 
peace has been sealed and will be secured to every 
broken and contrite heart. 

But it is evident that all 
Christians are Not Enjoyin� Perfect Peace. 
They arc at peace about their guilty past, knowing 
that peace was won for them by the work of 
Calvary. What yeazs of striving could not do 
was done in a moment of crisis by a step of faith. 
For "the chastisement• of our peace was upon 
Him, and with His stripes we are healed" (Isa. 

53. 5). l\fost Christians are at peace about the
distant future. Few of us wish to die. Life is
full of interests; we are busy in the service of
God and man. We hope to short circuit the grace
by being alive at the promised Coming. When 
death comes near our circle it is not as the King 
of Terrors, and we trust that should our call come 
at the end of the long day's work we shall give a 
cheerful answer, and witness a good confession. 
We expect to stand before the Judgment Seat of 
Christ, for that we would not shirk. At any cost 
we would get rid of our accumulation of wood, 
hay, and stubble. 

" The Present so full of Reasons." 
The trouble lies in the present which is so full 

of reasons why our hearts should not be possessed 
by the peace which passes all understanding. 
If it is not our children it is our work; when 
it is not money it is health. If it is not the en­
croaching world it is our near relatives. When 
wicked men do not disturb our serenity, we are 
conscious of the dark powers threatening our 
destruction. 

"The fruit of the Spirit is peace." 
It is no natural growth. We would have the 
fruit without the tree if we could, but it is merci­
fully impossible. An ungrieved, unquenched 
Holy Spirit is the only source of vital peace. The 
assurance that He has indeed come to us from the 
Father and the Son to lead us into all truth, to 
empower us for service and to prepare us for the 
eternal glory must save us from corroding care. 
But this assurance demands the habitual walk of 
faith; the instinctive looking at the things which 
are not seen; a calm reliance on the promises; a 
ceaseless conflict with evil in all its disguises; a 
daily denial of self; an endless cross-carrying; 
mysterious suffering, plus any other thing in­
volved by a life of holiness in a world of sin. 

Given eternal life, rooted and grounded in 
love, nourished by the Word of God, exposed 
to the sunshine and the storm, then when the 
Husbandman comes seeking the precious fruit 
of peace He will not seek in vain.

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The Lord's Word Concerning the Sword. 
"He thnt bath no Sword" (Luke 22. 35, 36.) 

""1bcn I ICDt you without punsc, nnd scrip, and shoes, 
belted ye any thJog? And they said, Nothing. Theo 
said He unto them, But now, he that hath a purse, Jet 
him take it, and likewise his scrip: and he that hath no 
■word, let him sell his garment, and buy one."
""rHERE are two matters quite clear as to this 
l -p--;:onouncement of our Lord.

It was not to be  taken literally. This is 
clear from the following facts: 

1. \Vhen the disciples said, "Lord,
Behold here are Two Swords,"

He replied, "It is enough." Had He intended 
carnal weapons for self defence or attack, they 
would certainly not have been sufficient for 
twelve men going in various directions, as He 
was sending them. 

2. His statement before Pilate in John 18. 36
is a positive denial of it. "If My Kingdom were 
of this world, then would my Servants fight 
that I should not be delivered to the Jews: but 
now is My Kingdom not from hence." 

It was never the Lord's intention to propagate 
the faith by means of the sword as did Mohammed, 
and as Rome had attempted to do in the past. 
The power of love and the testimony of suffering 
have been the forces by which the Gospel has been 
carried into all the world and by which it has 
proved itself irresistible. As soon as the Refor­
mers and the Protestant Princes t90k up the 
sword, the Reformation stopped in Europe and 
reaction set in . 

3. The Apostle's words con.firm this (2 Cor.
10. 3, 4): "We do not war after the flesh, for
the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but
mighty through God to the pulling down of
strongholds"

The Christian's panoply is set out in Eph. 
6. 11-18, prominent among which we have,
"Your feet shod with the preparation of the
Gospel of peace."

The second thing that is obvious is, that the 
Lord indicated that 

.\ Great Chan�e was to take Place 
in their conditions and manner of service. The 
words, ''But now," make th is abundantly clear. 
A purse would be needed, and a scrip, that is, 
a bag for food and a sword. 

Some have taken the sword literally in this 
limited sense, that every traveller in those 
unpoliced countries carried a weapon as a matter 
of course, to protect himself or the caravan with 
which he travelled against robbers or wild beasts. 

They contend that as the purse and the scrip 
are literal, so must the sword be so regarded­
not to attack, but as a reasonable protection in

case of assault. STIER sums up the passage thtl!: 
"Where his life is in danger he may confidently 
and without scruple defend it, since it is the 
Lord's commandment that he should not throw 
his life undefended away." 

He says in explanation: "In fine, the Lord's 
very remarkable saying concerning the sword 
is intended providently to recognise and appoint 
for the future of His disciples tlte employ,,ient of
earthly means of protection and defence in op­
position to what we may call for brevity's sake, 
the Quakerish view. And is there anything 
untrue or needless in this? It is of itself per­
fectly plain that the death-dealing sword had 
nothing to do with the things of Christ's king­
dom, the spread of the Gospel, and it is no other 
than a wilful misunderstanding to think that the 
Lord's Word has any but the most distant Moham­
medan sense." But even so did not the Lord bid us 

"Resist not Evil?" 
Should we like to think of the glorious martyrs 
defending themselves? Was not their Lord led 
as a lamb to the slaughter? 

It is true that it was the common practice to 
carry a weapon, and the fact that the disciples 
had two swords, and that Peter used his in the 
Garden of Gethsemane shows that the Lord had 
not bidden them to lay them by altogether. 
Nevertheless we cannot think that the sword in 
this sense was to be taken in a literal sense for 
the reasons above stated. 

The changes that were to take place were: 
1. The Lord's Personal (that is, bodily)

Presence was to be withdrawn. 
This He had indicated in His farewell prayer 

(John 17. 12): "While I was with them in the 
world I kept them in Thy Name, and now come 
I to Thee." 

They would not, however, be left comfortless. 
The Holy Spirit would be given them, and by 
the Spirit the Lord would stilJ be with them 
even to the end of the age; but they were to wait 
for His endowment with power from on h.igh. 

2. The Gift of the Spirit would result in
opposition, confiJct, and persecution. such 
as up to that time they had not e.i:perienced. 

It was the fire He had come to send on the earth 
(Luke 12. 49). Hitherto they had been protected 
from a persecution that they were wiable to face, 
but now the fl.re was to be kindled and break 
out in fierce flames. The stonn was to foll upon 
them and those who should follow in their steps. 
Only Spirit-fl.lied men could face it. 

3. Tbe Mlrnculous wns no longer to be
relJed upon; but by the ordinary appointed 
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means of life they were in the power of the Spirit 
and with all prayer to do U1eir work. 

Elijah bad been fed by ravens, Elisha had 
multiplied the widow's oil, the Lord had fed 
five thousand (and the God of Elijah would still 
intervene on behalf of His servants if need be 
when they called on Him), but now the common 
food supply (saip) must be taken, and the purse 
carried to purchase what is needed. They had 
found houses ready to receive them on their 
preliminary journey, but now they would go 
where no door would be opened to them, they 
must go prepared for th is. 

They we.re given power to raise the dead and 
heal the leper (Matt. 10. 8), but after the Apostles' 
foundation work was done, this would not be so. 
The dead would not thereafter be called to life, 
and though they would still heal the sick and 
cleanse the leper. it would be by the wise use of 
means and in the natural course of healing. 

At. Pentecost all heard . 
" In their Own Tongues" 

the wonderful works of God (Acts 2. 11) , but now 
if any will preach the Gospel to the Chinese, or 
Indian, or African, he will have to sit down for 
many an hour and learn their difficult languages. 

It was to be so also with the sword, that is, 
the Sword of the Spi.rit which is the Word of God. 
It will be quick and powerful to convince and 
convert, but it must be read and pondered over, 
and learned and used in the power of the Spirit 
who inspires it. The command: 

"Buy the Truth," 
is applicable here. The power to wield the 
Sword of the Spirit does not come miraculously 
(though of course with Divine aid), but is acquired 
by study and prayer, by earnest effort and prac­
tice, and by patient continuance in well doing. 

Many a patient student, desirous of serving his 
Lord efficiently, has in days gone by (when Bibles 
could not be bought for a shilling) actually sold 
his garment that he might possess one. 

To swn up, the value of the passage lies in its 
warning that while the propagation of the Gospel 
was at its beginning by miraculous means, there­
after it would not be so. In spite of 

The Miracle-Work.in� Claims of Rome 
and of such cults as Christian Science, and the 
Fours<\uare Gospellers, the sober minded believer 
recogn1SCS that he is to face this work, pre);lared 
as other men, to take his place in the ordmary 
sphere of life, not expecting miracles, but daily 
proving the grace of God sufficient for all circum­
stances, in 0U1er words, 11ot expecting preferential
treatmeut, but willing to share the common lot, 
yet in it live by the power of God to the glory of 
God, taking all precautions and using all means 
to the more efficient discharge of his service. 

When the Kin� Comes ! 
THEN, and not till THEN, will be "The Golden 

Age" of Christ's beneficent reign for which 
men have sighed for ages, when as a prelude to the 
Paradise restored, the nature of man and beast 
shall be changed, for Christ's Law will be in 
mind, heart, and will of all His subjects (Heb.

Ministry and Prophecy. 
NOTES ON THE MrNJSTRIES IN EPn. 4. 

By the Jato JOHN R. CALDWELL, Cla■jlow. 

TN Eph. 2. 20, "apostles" and "prophets'' are 
1 mentioned as pertaining to the foundation. 
The order may indicate that New Testament 
prophets are referred to. (Corr;.are 1 Cor. 
12. 28).

"Jesus Christ" is here viewed rather as the
"Chief Corner Stone" than as the "foundation." 
Not that in any sense apostles and prophets 
could be placed side by side with the Lord Jesus 
as to His perso1i or work. Thus viewed, He is 
aume. "Other foundation can no man lay than 
that is laid, which is Jesus Christ" (1 Cor. 3. 11). 

The Lord and the Apostles. 
Nevertheless it has pleased God that the faith 

of the saints should rest upon the word and 
testimony of apostles and prophets, equally 
with the word and testimony of the Lord Jesus. 
Of old, "Holy men of God spake as they were 
moved by the Holy Ghost" (2 Peter 1. 21); and 
even such are the apostolic writings preserved 
for us in the New Testament Scriptures. They 
are God's Word to us, and as such we have 
received them. Such also were the utterances 
of New Testament prophets, equally with the 
Old. 

Not that prophecy necessarily involved the 
foretelling of events, or even the declaring of 
that which bad not previously been revealed. 
It might be a very simple word of edification, or 
of exhortation or of comfort (1 Cor. 14. 3), but 
that which gave it its peculiar character was its 
being the direct utterance of the Spirit of God, 
by the lips of a man, the person used being only 
the instrument, the utterance being divine or 
inspired. 

The Gift of Prophecy. 
It is, therefore. worthy of note that in none of 

the second epistles is there any allusion to New 
Testament prophets; and, in Peter 2. 1, while it 
says, "there were false prophets" (the false 
implying that there were the true), it does not go 
on to say, "even as there shall be false prophets";
but, "even as there shall be false TEACHERS

among you." Avoiding thus, with divine 
accuracy, even the colour or ground for expecting 
the continuance in this dispensation of the gift 
of prophecy. 

Moreover, was not the gift of prorhecy neces­
sarily superseded by the completion o the written 
Word? Herein are given to us "all things that 
pertain unto liie nnd godliness" (2 Peter 1. 3), 
"that U1e man of God may be Jer/�I, throughly 
furnished unto all good works (2 Tin1. S. 17). 
God denounces in the strongest terms :my who 
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would "add to the words of this Book," equally 
with such ns would take from it (Rev. 22. 19). 

Assuming Apostolic Authority. 
Many, in later times, have professed to re­

ceive .fresh revelations, and consequently have 
assumed apostolic or prophetic authority; but 
a little while proved that all such pretensions 
were utterly false. "To God and to the Word of 
His Grace" (Acts 20. 32) are the saints commended 
in the closing days of apostolic ministry. Not 
to men or gifts, for men would depart from the 
faith (1 Tim. 4. 1) and gifts would fail ( 1 Cor. 
13. 8); but to that which faileth not and changeth
never, to God and to His Word, which liveth and
abideth for ever. The Faith was "once delivered
to the saints" (Jude 3).

The Essence Given to us, 
Paul, and Apollos, and Cephas, apostles and 

prophets, are all ours; for God, with a Father's 
care, who foresees the need and makes provision 
for His own, has, so to speak, distilled their 
various burdens, and given us in essence the 
substance of it all. "Every word of God is 
pure" (Prov. 30. 5). The words of the Lord are 
pure words, like silver tried in a furnace of earth, 
purified seven times (Psalm 12. 6). 

But, it may be asked: "If the gift of prophecy 
has passed away, of what further use to us is 
such a chapter as 1 Cor. 14; so much of which is 
taken up with the ordering of the Church of God 
in reference to the exercise of such gifts? " The 
answer is simple. The principles of order are 
there laid down, applying equally to all ministry. 

l. The objuts: edification, exhortation, comfort
(vv. 3. 12). 

2. The differmce between that which is for the
believer and the unbeliever (v. 22). 

3. The limit: "two or three," "at most three"
(vv. Z1. 29). 

4. Nol two at a time: "by course"; "let the
first hold his peace"; "one by one" (vv. 27-31). 

5. The liberty to all (v. 31).
6. The general subjection one to another

(vv. 32, 33). 
7. Silence enjoined on tbe women (v. 34).
And finally, as the basis and test of all (v. 37),

the Apostolic writings, and the acknowledgment 
that these are the commandmmts of the Lord.
Thus we have divine legislation as to all ministry. 
This is God's order, though man may call it con­
fusion . God never sets the trees in rows or the 
stars in circles, yet are they ordered each in its 
own appointed place as most to glorify Him. 
So may it be among the saints. 

Not to the square and rule of man confined; 
but in the harmony and grace, and liberty of the 
!£irit, may every gift find loving exercise; for 
'G� a not the author of confusion, but of peace."

No human J?Cil could 
write down, nor could the world contain all the 
books that should be written. This is not hyper­
bolic statement, but sober truth. 

Christ In Omnipotent Power 
is the subject of the first chapter of the Bible 
(see Col. 1: 16). Christ in Dhrine Title and 
Glory, and in Human Relation to His Church 
and Israel form in brief the grand theme of the 
uul chapter of the sacred volume. In the Old 
Testament Scriptures Christ in His own Person, 
as also in Sacrificial, Prophetic, and Regal glory 
combined with every moral excellence, is pre-
6�red. \Ve have to a large extent lost touch 
with the.Christ of the Old Testament. To regard 
the earlier oracles of God as a mere epitome of 
combined history and biography entails serious 
loss. The Old Testament is redolent of Christ. 

In the Ever-memorable Emmaus Journey 
of nigh seven and a hall miles, the Lord Himself 
expounded to His two fellow travellers, the true 
character of the Old Testament. "And He said 
unto them. Th�e are the words which I spake 
unto you, while I was yet with you, that all 
things must be fulfilled which were written in the 
/au, of Moses, and in 'the p,opliets, and in the 
psalms concerning ?t!E." 

In this threefold division of the Old Testament, 
we get foretold His Deity; His Holy Humanity; 
H!5 pre-existe!1ce befo�e al! �orlds; �is truly 
miraculous Birth; Hts Divine m1ss1on; His 
Sacrificial Death and attendant circumstances; 
His Resurrection; His Ascension; His present 
session at God's right hand; 

Hls ComJn� in Person and in Power 
and Glory; and His Kingdom Reign of one 
thousand years. Type, voice, song, and harp 
combined utter His glory and proclaim His 
worth. 

The grace of His Person and the splendour of 
His Kingdom form the delightful theme of Psa. 
45. We love to read Psalm 72. What a rich
and full unfolding of the character of the M.essiah
in righteousness and compassion I

The poor and needy find a shelter and deliver­
ance in the reigning monarch; whilst the proud 
and disobedient bow before Him and lick the 
dust. The kings and nations of Europe and Asia 
pour their gold and treasures at His leet. Daily 
worship of the I<ing, and prayer for the con-

tinuance of His reign with other features or 
deepest interest, invest this grand Millennial 
Psalm with a glory second to none. Then in what 
varied glories and dignities He is presented I 

He ls the Perfect Man 
of Psalm one; The M eut"ah of Psalm two; the 
So" of Ma,, of Psalm ei�ht; the Obedie11t One of 
Psa.lm sixteen; the R,ghleo,,s One of Psalm 
seventeen; the Victim for sin of Psalm twenty­
two; the Sliepherd of the sheep of Psalm twenty­
three; the King of glory of Psalm twenty-four. 

But in truth, the precious books of the Old 
Testament are one and all full of Christ. We 
need spiritual eye-salve to discover the rich 
hidden glories and beauties of God's beloved 
Son. Perhaps the most meaningless book in the 
sacred canon (if Christ is not read into it) is 
Leviticus-dry and uninteresting in the e:dremc. 
But what a delightfully fascinating book to a 
spiritual mind! How its every page, almost 
every word, glows and glitters, when the sacri­
ficial and priestly glories of Christ are discerned. 
We want Christ. The heart cries out and aloud 
for Him ,mly.

Besides finding a harmonious and voluminous 
witness to Christ in the earlier oracles of God, 
there are more than 300 chosen texts 

Predictive of His Person, 
His offices, work, and service. Between the 
Testaments-a period of 400 years-the voice of 
prophecy is silent, the song of the bard is bushed, 
and the harp hung on the willows. 

J oho the Baptist on the banks of the Jordan, 
breaks the long silence, and bears public testi­
mony to Christ as the King of Israel, the Light 
of the world, and the Son and Lamb of God. 
Thus the sun breaks and the shadows flee. In 
the former Dispensation God was hid behind the 
separating veil,. and the inscrutable glory of His 
Person wrapped round Himself in an unfathom­
able mystery. But the ,p-eat characterising
feature of the new Dispensation is the full orbed 
glory of God manifest in flesh-fully revealed to 
men.

His. Holiness was Not R�pellent, 
not of the monastic or convent type.. He sang, 
He wept, He rejoiced, He prayed, He suffered, 
He hungered, He thirsted, He toiled as other 
men, yet not a trace of selfishness in all He did. 
He fed thousands, yet never wrought a miracle 
to satisfy His own needs. "Show me a penny" 
was the e>.-pression of His poverty, yet He made 
many rich. In life and in death the cry of need 
ever brought immediate and effectual help. 

All this and more, combined with every moral 
beauty, in constant hourly exercise for more 
than 30 years was the actual life of the Son of 
God-a life without a flaw, without a taint. 
We can but say: "He was a Man amongst ment" 
Yea, "altogetli�r lovely." In nature He was 
unassailable-for Satan, the prince of this world, 
could find nothing in Him-nothing but Divine 
perfection and human excellence (John 14.

WHEN Stephenson., of "Rocket" fame, was 
preparing his engine for its first run, a 

large crowd gathered to witness the never-before 
seen event. Some said: "It will never start I" 
Then, when it steamed away, they said again: 
"Oh I It ,vill never stop I" Sceptics and mockers 
are ,;enerally in evidence when new things are 
attempted. So it is in regard to the Second 
Coming of the Lord Jesus Christ. Mockers say, 
as the Bible foretold they would: "Where is the 
promise of His Coming i'" (2 Peter 3. 4), 

Have we any warrant for expecting His return? 
Certainly I We have evidence, abundant, re­
liable, and convincing. 
• I. Old Testament Prophecies Declare it

in conjunction with His first coming in grace
and humility. The latter having been fulfilled
in detail, is an incentive to faith and expectation
for His Second Coming· in glory and power.

"Unto us a child is born . . . A Son is given: 
and the government shall be upon His shoulders.'' 
(Isa. 9. 6, 7). "And there was given Him do­
minion and glory, and a Kingdom, that all people, 
nations, and langua�es, sl1ould serve Him ... 
an everlasting dommion which shall not pass 
away, and His Kingdom which shall not be 
destroyed" (Dan. 7. 13, 14). "His feet shall 
stand, in that Day upon the Mount of Olives" 
(Zech. 14. 4-9). "And His rest shall l>e glorious" 
(Isa. 11. 10). 

TI1ese are a few of the many wonderful pro­

\Vitbout doubt God is favouring ·zion, and the 
Jews are taking pleasure in that land and its 
development. Thousands have returned and are 
still returning; colonies have been formed, the 
ancient Hebrew language is being r�vived, and 
a Hebrew University established. 

Many other important changes are taking 
place, fulfilling prophecy, and pointing to the 
Coming reign of Christ. 

V. The State of the World at this Present 
Time. 

In many respects the world has greatly im­
proved through scientific research and clever 
mventions. This was foreseen and foretold. 
Also, men at heart are still evil, "vice and 
crime stalking abroad" in the world. Godless­
ness is on the increase. 

The Saviour said: "As the days of Noah were, 
so shall the Coming of the Son of Man be." 
"Iniquity shall abound" (Matt. 24. 12, 37). 
Also we read: "In the last days perilous limes shall
come."· Then follows a strikmgly true description 
of present-day conditions. Read it for yourself 
in 2 Timothy 3. 1-8. 

Yea, the Scriptures foretold that in the Inst 
days some would mock, s."lying: "\Vhere is the 
promise of His Coming?·• (2 Peter 3. 3-7). "\Vhcn 
these things begi11 to come to pass, then look up." 
Know that He is nigh, even nt the doors" (Luke 
21. 28, and Matt. 24, 331. Truly "the Coming
of the Lord draweth nigh.
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VI. The Condi don of the Professing
Christion Church. 

•in the last dnys" as foretold. agrees with things
as they are. viz.: Apostasy, Satanic teaching,
hypocrisy, heresy. o.nd denial of the Lord Him­
self. 

We read: "The Spirit speaket/J expressly. that 
in the latter times some shall depart from the 
faith. giving heed to seducing spirits, and doc­
trines of demons; speaking lies in hypocrisy" 
( I Tim. 4. I , 2). 

"There shall be false teachers among you, who 
privily shall bring in destructive heresies, even
tlmying the Lord that bo11ght them . . . and many 
shaU follow their pernicious ways, by reason of 
\Vhom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of" 
(2 Peter 2. 1, 2). 

Finally: 
Vil. Great Expectation of and Increasing 

Interest in His Near Return 
are being manifested world-wide. As Simeon, 
Anna, and many others "looked for" His first 
coming to accomplish redemption (Luke 2. 26, 
38), so to-day we are "looking for that blessed 
Hope; and the glorfor,s appearitig of our Saviour 
Jesus Christ" (Titus 2. 13). 

This is the work of the Holy Spirit inspiring 
in the hearts of His people a realisation of the 
nearness of the Lord•s return. His office is to 
''show things to come." 

"Ye. brethren, are not iti .darkness, that that 
day should overtake you as a thief" that is, by 
surprise (1 Thess. 5. 4). 

Seeing "these things bq.iti to come to pass," 
we "ktJotD that He is nigh. even at the doors " 
to come again. "The Spirit and the Bride say 
Come .. (Rev. 22. 17). Yes, "His Coming is as 
certain as the dawn" ; so "be ye also ready." 
For "the Lord is not slack concerning His pro­
mise . . . but is longsufiering . . . not willing 
that any should perish, but that all should 
come to repentance" (2 Peter 3. 9-14). Take 
refuge behind "the precious Blood of Christ" 
which absolves from all sin and judgment, and 
you will be ready when He appears . . . "the
seco,ul time without sin unto Salvation " (Heb.

The great work was now accom• 
plished; He was now victorious over every foe; thus the 
full fruit of redemption could be made. kno,vn. ''Both 
he that sa.nctifieth and the:y who are sanctified arc all of 
one: for which cause he ss not ashamed to call them 
brethren" (Heb. 2. 11). 

Peter and bis humble companion now stood alongside 
their glorious Lord in all the dignity of sonship, and 
very soon the Spirit of the Son would be sent forth into 
their hearts, crying, "Abba, Father" (Gal. 4. 6). Where 
those men stood, we also stand, such is the exceeding 
grace of God. 

After the Lord's resu1Tection, 
"Tbe Brethren" became a Sort of TechoJcal Tftle

for His own. Thus we read in John 21. �3. "Then went 
this saying abroad among th, l>r,tliren, that that dis­
ciple should not die." When Peter addressed the waiting 
company after the Lord•• departure, he commenced with 
"brethren" (Acts I. 16). In the preceding verse the correct 
reading is: "In those days Peter stood up in the midst 
of the br,thren" (not "disciples"). At the Jerusalem 
conference, as described in Acts 15, both Peter and James 
began with l>rdlarm. In the same chapter we bear Paul 
saying to Barnaba.: "Let us go again and visit t/11 
br1thren in every city where we have preached the Word 
of the Lord, and see how they do" (v. 36). 

Is it �iblc that we have become so accustomed to the 
phrase '"'4 brethrm" that we 

, FaJJ to Realise fts Sweetness ? 
Let us examine our hearts as to this. Think I in a cold 
world, a world tom and bleeding with bitter antagonisms, 
there is an im.mcnsc company in lndissolu\:>lo intimate 
relationship with God, and in con.sequence, in indis-
10luble intimate relationship with one another, Dare 
we wantonly grieve our br,thr,n} Faithful and searching 
wonb may sometimes bo necessary, but in what spirit 
a.re they given? What lies behind our remonstrances 
or rebukes? When tho spirit or contc.ntion develops, 
and bitter words arc fiuog recklessly about, should not 
conscience plead: "Sin, ye are br,thr,n; why do ye 
wrong one to another?" (Acts 7. 26). Should not also 
the words of the Holy Spirit have weight with us, 

"When ye Sin Aa'1fnst the Drethren . . 
ye ain agafast Chrlst ? " ( I Cor. 8. 12). 

Moses wa.a probably not aurprised whoo ho aaw an 
Egyptian amltiDg a Hebrew, but be Wl1!I shocked ,,.hen 
ru:xt day ho found a Hebrew maltreating one of bu own 

kindred. That a wolf should bite and devour a lamb 
ls not an improbability: but lamb9 devouring lam be 
suggest an experience unknown on the farm. "Doth 
not even nnturo itseU teach you?" (I Cor. 11. 1-4). 

During our whole earthly sojourn we 11re ob,·ccta of 
tender interest to the angelic hosts. Tbe princ palitlea 
and powers in the Heavenly places behold with adoring 
wonder worthless sinners pfck� up by divine grace, 
and brought into a more intimate rclationsblp with 
God than themselves, and they are awar:e that we ar& 
loved with all the infinite affection of the Father's 
heart. Should not these wonderful beings witoe:s.s in 
us tho Divine nature in lively exercise, each and aU 
edifying one another in love, forbearing one another 
{Epb. 4. I, 16), bearing one another's burdens (Gal. 
6. 2), and wilhng:, if need be, to lay down our liv�
for the l>r�tlirm (I John 3. 16). 

"My dear children," says the Apostle, "let us not 
love in word, neither in tongue; but in deed and in truth-

Native Assemblies in Africa. 

S
OME of our correspondence and articles in contem­

porary magazines convey the impression that our­
,vork is mainly institutional. Workers from foreign. 
countries, endeavouring to abbreviate, are liable to. 
unconsciously distort the picture of their field of labour. 
by failing to emphasise the growth of untrammelled! 
native "leading" and Spirit-inspired working so apparent 
now in many fields. This wrong imprcSllion needs to b& 
corrected. 

During 1937 the writer bad the privilege of visiting 
scores of native assemblies in the "Beloved Strip" of 
Africa, from West to East, and also North, some 7000 
milc:3 in all. 

In many of these little Assemblies there had been n� 
visiting missionary for two years, yet they were "con­
tinuing steadfastly in the Apostles' doctrine ... ", their 
only, yet sufficient, Guide being the Holy Spirit plus 
the New Testament or 

Complete Bible In the Native Tooiue. 
Here were many groups of believers but recently saved. 

as ball savage, almost naked tribesmen, now "seated and 
clothed and in their right mind," a mind soon to � 
refurnished in a way never dreamed of by them, with 
"these strange markings on leaves," their hitherto 
unwritten tongue, now an Infant literature. 

Glory to God I a people's new literature in which God•., 
Word lS the only subject printed. Not "self-supporting, 
self-propagating, self-governing indigenous churche1, -
as the slogan calls them, but "Spirit-led and Spirit-con­
trolled .. companies depending not on their "native 
genius" for inspiration and direction, but on the Livin� 
Word in their vernacular. 

Some Characteristics 
we noted as wo moved about, ministering to these groupe .. 
were: 

1 .  Desire for the salvation of others (We b:lptised> 
over seventy who were the fru It of their laboun\. 

2. Fidelity in remembering the commADd• of tho 
Lord, the Lord's Supper, prayer meetings, daUy "sunrise, 
meetings H for the study of tho Word, etc. 

3. Unity: in 11plte of the fact that lD the same Assembly. were men of dUJcrent tribes with 11 past of lntertribal­
auimosltfcs. 

Some of the mcmben of thf"lk' little Assemblica bad gone• 
out to tribes hitherto untq.uched by the Gospel and brought­
ua the nrunes of convcrb, U10 ni1ults ol their mlnbuy. 

Ono Airicn.n, now an older In tho nn.tivo Aascinbly, but 
I bad known b Im aa n liuf, told me a wood�r(u I atory of vhllt 
the Lord had douo through bil mlnlat:T)• whllo working for-
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over uln6 ��non the cocoa plantations ,vbcn upwards of 
Nlne Hund�d Converts nro now to be round 

9e4ttered in some fifty Assembly groupt in the varlou■ 
plll.ntatlons. Finally released, this brother returned to 
bis ,vile and family o.Cter nine yel\l'I' absence. 

ID another place ,v,, photographed forty elders who were 
�pon.sibJe for u many group1 with thelr fellow elders. 
lbe10 ,� freely giving their time, not only to she{>• 
herding their little Assemblies but to teaching acboob 10 
their own and other village.,. 

They supported themselves by their Jabour in their 
spare time, and the native AaembJics including the white 
mwionarics contributed to their support, the Assembly 
offering, �ch month being divided among them. 

lbe above is but a amnJl part of what could be told of 
the movements of the Holy Spirit through the medJum of 
God'• Word, spoken and written in "barbarian tongues"

PREACHERS' PROMISES. 
QuasTJON 2912-Can a Preacher, espe�Jly an 

accredited Evange!Jst, under any circumstances, be 
Justiflcd In falling to keep an appointment to n11n.lster 
the- Word or preach the Gospel where It J9 quite 
possible for him to do so? 

Here is a use in point. Some montbt ago lUl Assembly 
arranged with a well-known evangelist for a. week-end 
visit with meetings on the Saturday. Sunday, and Mon• 
day. About ten days previous to the particular week-end 
be was reminded of bas promise and asked il be cared to 
state his subject for the various meetings; be did so, and 
his visit and subjects. were duly announced in the ball of 
the Assembly be wa, expected to visit. Just five days 
before the first of these meetings he wrote to s;iy he w,as 
having such blessing where he was then labouring that 
the brethren there had asked him to continue, and so in 
the "Wlll of God" he could not fulJil bis previous engage• 
·ment.

As one who, for over 30 years bas acted for varioDJ 
Assemblies as correspondent, and for most of that time bas 
had the task of arrangin� speakers, I know of nothing 
more unpleasant in Pubhc l\leetings than unnecessarily 
broken engagements and the task of fulduig acceptable 
apcakers at the last moment is not an enviable one. What 
is the difference, if there is a difference, between the 
action of a Christian as given above, and the action of 
those whom we justly term truccbreakers which according 
to 2 Tim, 3. 3. is one of tbc sign., of the last days? 

Ans.-Hcrc is a very important question which can 
be answered with a simple bard answer. or with a good 
deal of sympathy. Three points are apparent: 

I, lbe difficulty of l�ving a place when souls are bein� 
saved. We 1bould judge that all interest 1bould be sacri­
ficed to let the stream of blessing continue to tlow, as 
tong as the Spirit is working. 

2. lbe otl1cr party having prayed for guidance, fixed,
a.nd advertised the meeting■, arc naturally aggrieved when 
disappointed. Yet the meeting con be postponed for a 
week or a fortnight, prayer meetings held, with probably 
a stream of blessing when begun. We have seen this 
more than once. 

3. The problem of getting a pl"Cacher to fill the place
of "a wcll•known evangelist." \Ve have great S)'Dlpatby
with a.nyonc placed in this very di.fficult and often impos­
sible position. Yet "God is able." and if friends act in
grace, and look to Him, He will supply their "need" 
(Phil. 4. 19).
• We have often thought that a popular preacher 1bould
leave a clear fortnight between ea.ch engagement to meet
a case like this, but unfortunately "No W01'A-no pay,• 
and a brother with a wife and family feels this. Assem­
blies must therefore act in grace an.d 10 a kindly way meet 
each other as circumstances permit. 

Or another way is to arrange for an extra vreck or two 
weeks ii the evangelist undertaking financial ruronsi­
bility, and tilling up with a converts' tea, a testimony 
night, etc. This keept all free from work and avoids 
complaints. "Let brotherly love continue" (Heb. 13. 1; 
Rom. 12. 10\. HvP.

To thia he adds, "ye 
proclaim the Lord•• dcllth. • Both "''Orda cany tlle mind 
backward , not forward. TI10 added "'Ord■, "till He 
come." prcacribe tllc limit act to the obsen•anee. U, u 
wome s.ay, He did come in A .D. 70, It b plainly out .of 
onlcr to continue to remember Him thus: but if not, then 
the command remains In force. The Lord '1 words, as 
P:aul rceouot■ them, make no reference to Jsncl; more­
o�r the church to which they were written was one of 
the churches o( the Gentiles, albeit It containN! believing 
Je"'■ abo. Sec I Cor. II. 25, 26; 12. 13; and Rom. 
16. 4. If tlie Supper is "Jewish" why is It dealt with
here and no mention made of it in Hebrew, 1

It is also tl'Ue that the Supper is not tnentioned in the 
• ·Prison Epistles," but neither is it in those llddressed
to Romans, Galatians and Thessalonians. And if the 
Supper is not for Sainta of this present calling then neither 
is l3aptiam, yet the current observance of Baptism is 
&SSUmed in Epb. 4. 4, and Col. 2. 12. There is no eJ<plicit 
reference to the coming of the Lord in Ephcsiam; we
do not therefore conclude that He is not returning.

JosBPIIUS 
write:t to the effect that the r�n for bis being buried 
in an unknown place, was lest, if bis body bad been 
exposed to view, the people would have made an idol 
of it: but, be that u it may, the fact of llis deatll aN4

bwial remains. 
On tlle Mount of Trans6guntion, however, be appeared 

In body, together with Elijah (Matt. 17. 3, etc.), from 
which it becomes evident that at 10me time between 
bb burial and tlle tr.uu6guratioo of Cbri,t, his body 
w.u raised from the grave; and it was, lthercloro, at this 
resum:ctlon of bis body that the dispute between Satan 
and Michael occurred. 

A1 a result o( tho FalJ of man, Satan acquired over 
man the power of death (Heb. 2, 14), and on this ground 
be objected to tho nblog of tho body of Moses out of 
bil domain. Our Saviour, by dying and rising again 
from the dead, bu for ever disposseued Satan of hi■ 
power, and ha., delivered them "who through fear of 
death were all their JUctime subject to bondage."

8, 'tho 
righteousness of saints•?• These are in fact the righteous­
ness of God manifest by the power of the Holy Spirit in 
the bodies of believers which have been presented u 
living sacrifices.

Soviet l\Hlibry Purge. wrote conndentially to ManhaJ 
Blomberg, German Military Chief, informang him that 
a ,11,mbe, of lli&h Ruman a,my officn-s desired an ag,u­
mnil bet111eni Germany and Russia, which would make 
the two countries all p<?werful in Europe.

the Ukraine corn-lands, and turned down the proposal.
Then be sent the letter back, not to the Manha!, but to 
Stalin, who then went on with his purge.

H. S. Pigott\ got ap 
slowly and said: 'J who speak to you to-night, / am 
that Lcrd Jesus Christ who died and rose atain and aJcnuud 
into Hea11en. I am that Lord J,s141 u,me atain in my 
own body for tit, ste0ft4 time, as th, Brithg,oom of Ille 
Chureh, and the Judge of all mm. It Is not up there, 
in Heaven, where you will find yonr God, bnt in me 
who am united with the Father. "'
